ETVC (Educational TV Channel) is a social, recreational and

educational support group For transvestites, transsexuals,
transgenderiste and their friends and/or Significant Others.

In the spring of 1982, a small group of eross-dressers and transgender—
ists in the San Francisco Bay area, wanting to ereata a safe social
milieu for themaelveg, began getting together on a regular basis at various indivi-
duals' homes. We chose a name for osur group (ETVC) and as word got around and more
people started showing up at the gatheringe, ws establighed regular monthly soecials at
a San Franclseco restaurant, the Chez Mollet. 1In less than a year, ocur "theme" parties
were drawing an average of 40-60 people and ETVC had become established as one of the
best places in the Bay area for TV's, TS's and TG's to go for a sociable night out.

Starting in 1983, we began to adopt a set of bylaws to provide a formal structure
for the group. Under these Bylawe, ETVC ig a membership organization {(although non—
members who share our interests are welcome to attend) wherein responsibility For
coordinating its activities rests with a S-member Executive Committes.

Since we exist to help meat the needs of TV's, T§'s and TG's, we are delighted to
welcome new pecple who share our interests to any of our regular meetings which take
place the last Thursday of every month ar the Chez Mollet restaurant, 527 Bryant St.,
San Francisco, CA from 8 pm to 12 midnight. Their specialty is French cuisine and
regervations are ugually advisable. Directions to the Chez Mollet are on the back.

We would like to encourage all our friends, new and old, to become members of ETVC.

Anyone can also
become s member at the door on the night of any ETVC function. Reprinted below is the
Statement of Purpose and membership eligibility criteria from our Bylaws.

STATEMENT OF PURPOSE
The purpose of the "Educational TV Channel” (hereinafter "ETVC") 1s two=Ffold: (1)
to serve the educational, social and recreational needs of transvestites (either
female or male), transsexuals (either female or male), and all other persons {either
female or male) whose social role differs in any degree from that role considered to
be appropriate for an individual of his or her genetic sex, and (2) to undertake

educational activities intended to assist the general public in comprehending trans—
vestism, transsexualism, and transpenderiem.

MEMBERSHIP (Eligibility)

Membership in ETVC is open to any person (male or female) who is 18 years of age or
older and who believes that he or she 1s, or may be, a (1} transvestite, {(2) trans—
eexual, or (3) person whose social role differs in any degree from that role consid-
ered to be appropriate for an individual of his or her genetiec sex. Membership is
also open to (1) a spouse or significant other of one who is eligible for membership
in ETVC under the preceding sentence, and (2) one who 18 18 years of age or older and
who has {(a) a personal or professional interest in one or more persons who fall into
one or more of the categories established in the preceding sentence, or (b) a personal

or professional interest Iin transgenderism or gender dysphoria generally.
(BYLAWS adopted May 31, 1984)

Take heart. With a tew hours of
rareful sculpting, you can have
mails that last a long time, look
great and don™t regquire hours of
maintenance.

This technigue involves the use of
thin, clear plastic—-- plexiglas.

Go to a local plastics supply store-
like Corth or Tap+ and buy two
strips of plastic. Each one should
be 12 inches long, inches wide,
and 1716 of an inch thick.
