Those were the days, but really, are they much different than 
now? Most of us are still in that closet. Back then we did 
decoder rings. Back then the ring probably cost $2.00 and a 
box top, (The decoder ring now fetches $200 on the collector 
market) . 

When I was a kid, and when I got bored playing with the 
neighborhood Tyranosaurous, I liked being a space cadet or 
space ranger, I didn't ever want to quit. but eventually those 
days in the closet waned and were mostly forgotten. For me the 
change over from space cadet to "spaced" lady occwTed in only 
8 years. I was back in the closet, and stayed there for the rest of 
my life. Only now, instead of the decoder ring I have fancy 
clothes, heels and makeup, our rings now cost $35.00 in size 
13. 

You tell me, hey! you're not in the closet, you are out at 
meetings, your family knows, etc. etc. Well, actually most ofus 
are still in that closet, it's just that the closet got bigger, more 
people are in there with us. But there are still people we deal 
with that do not know and never will know . Anyv.•ay, this little 
sto1y evolved into a point as to one of the reasons Chi-Chapter 
and Tri-Ess exists. To help those still in the closet. The person 
who would like to get out but can ' t, and in some cases 
shouldn't. Tri-Ess is here to make that closet bigger, let in more 
friends and still keep that door closed to outsiders who could 
bring the world crashing down on top of us. My closet didn't 
get bigger until I was in my late 40' s. Why? Because I didn't 
know about the groups available or was just to scared to 
contact those I knew about. Why did it take me years to find 
out that my barber was a leader in the community? (Judy 
Simmons) or that Be-All's were being held only 2 miles from 
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my house? Probably lack of communication, and fear of 
discovery. It wasn 't until I logged onto a computer service did I 
leam answers to all these. My personal aim is to now pay back 
those who helped me and to help those who sta1ied off like I did. 
Our goal, as an organization, is to move those walls out fwther 
and a lot earlier for people so they can enjoy the closet, and not 
so big as to scare them off. 
Gee I like it mysterious like this and I don't want to come out, 
"Don't tum on the light, it will spoil everything!!!"
