The Cowardly Assault on S.
Strother, at Springfield, Mo.

As the Gazette has seen proper to
give a very ungentlemanly report of
the brutal and cowardly attack made
upon S. K. Strother, editor of the
Springfield, (Mo.) Leader, on last Mon-
day, by the O'Days, and who was a
late partner of the Befeector. wpj -

deem it best to give the following, J Throntoni J- - B. Madison perform- -
cuppM trom the Leader of the 3d inst

A Leader reporter obtained S. K.
Strother's version of 'the assault shnrtir
after the occurrence, which is substant-- for Eureka Springs, Ark., wheie they
ially as follows

"About S o'clock I was on mv wnv
to the office and stopped at the post-offi-ce

as usual. There I saw Ed O'Day
standing near the door. After getting
my mail I went on to my office. Atthe corner of the Greene county Nation-
al Bank I was met by John and Ed
O'Day. John O'Day asked me to come
into their office. I replied that I would
as soon as I took my books and papers
to the Leader office. John O'Day re-
marked: 'No, come now; you won't be
hurt' I replied: 'I am not afraid of
being hurt and will go with you now.'
After getting into the office John O'Day
ijuuueu me u wmien statement retract-
ing what I had said in the Leader,
'that he had left Wisconsin with the
record of a thief behind him, that Iknew the same to be false at the time
and that it was written for the purpose
of injuring him. He wanted me to
sign his statement, which I refused to
do. He immediately struck at me with
his fist. I at once closed with him and
in a second or so had him on the lloor
anu was on top of him. At this junc-
ture Ed O'Day pulled me off his brother
backward and kicked me with his foot
on the head. John O'Day was by
this time on his feet and, while
1 was yet down, he struck
me over the head several times with a
heavy cane. I struggled to my feet and
tried to defend myself, but was brought
down again by a heavy blow on the
head with a cane which laid open my
scalp. John and Ed O'Day then began
aiiniiuy huu lucKing me witn Doots,
fists, revolvers and canes. Just at this
juncture John McGregor and Walter
Crenshaw came into the room and at
once interfered. The two O'Days had
their revolvers drawn and swore that
they intended to kill me uuless I signed
the paper above mentioned, Believing
that my life depended on it, and yield-
ing to persuasion. I sitmed it. T was
accompanied out by Messrs Crenshaw
and McGregor and immediately swore
out a warrant before Justice Evans for
the arrest of my assailants. I have
nothing more to say beyond denouncing
the attack as brutal and cowardly in
the extreme, which no man of honor
and courage would have been guilty of.
I was totally unarmed, and the state-
ment was signed under protest.

Shortly after the affray occurred, Mr.
Strother, accompanied by A. C. Cham-
bers, proceeded to the office of Justice
Evans and swore out a warrant for Ed.
and John O'Day, charging them with
teionious assault. It was given to con-
stable Thomas and he arrested John on
the train, who was in a sleeping car,
which left the station in a few minutes
afterward going east. Ed. conveyed
him to the train in a buggy and was
also arrested at the train. They were
brought over and recognized in the sum
of 500 each to appear before the circuit
court. John McGregor, James Hayes
and G. M. Cox went their bond.

The above shows the "Dude," as the
Gazette styles him, to be made of good
material and fully equal and .able to
have done either one of the O'Days up
in a genteel manner if they had only
come at him one at a time. And as to
the O'Days "remodeling" his head,
we can only say to the Gazette that if
all the editorial heads of the Abileno

much as the seat of "Dude" Strother's
pants. In the same issue the Leader
publishes two columns of court records
from Wisconsin, showing O'Day's re-

cord to be a dark one, and which fully
justified him in making the charge
which he did, "that John O'Day left
the record of a thief behind him when
he left Wisconsin."

Last evening about seven o'clock,
Mr. Augustus Ela, manager of the new
shoe ttore, where Clark's harness store
used to be, met with a fatal accident.
The accident happened in the following
manner: Mr. Ela noticed something
was the matter with the gas and in-
structed one of the men in the store to
go down in the basement and see what
was the matter with the gas meter.
The man had gone down some minutes,
when Mr. Ela, thinking that he might
need some help, walked into the back
part of the store, intending to go down
into the cellar, ne came to a trap door
in the floor, and while stepping down,
it being very dark, he missed his foot-
ing and fell to the floor of the cellar be-
neath, a distance of about ten feet. He
laid where he fell for as much as ten or
fifteen minutes before anyone had dis
covered what had happened. As soon
as it was known he was picked up and
carried to his boarding place, the Quincy
house, corner of Quincy and Fifth St.,
where medical assistance was summon-
ed. Dr. Wm. H. Bighter was the first
physician summoned, and after making
a careful examination declared that the
man's neck was broken, and that he
was suffering from severe internal in-
juries. He was quite badly cut and
bruised about the face, and vomited
blood.

Dr. Boby was afterward called in and
rendered medical assistance. It was
thought for some time that there was
considerable chance to save Mr. Ela's
life, the physicians not being agreed
that his neck was broken.

About 11 o'clock his breathing be-
came very difficult, undoubtedly caused
by the air passages being clogged up by
hemorrhage, and in a few minutes he
died.

Mr. Ela's relatives live at Grinnell,
Iowa. Topeka Capital.

Mr. Ela wa3, up to three months ago,
in charge of the boot and shoe depart
mentat Berry Bros, establishment He
left there and went to Denver, where
he remained a short time, and then
went to Topeka, where he secured a
position.

Hayes
was parsimonious enough to be willing
to make a leg of mutton last three days,
through the several stages of roast, cold
and hashed, to save expense. Arthur
was naturally a high liver long before
he reached the White House.
