change by this winter when Dustin Hoffman's newest film is released. In 

"'footsie 11 , Dustin Hoffman plays an actor who so dislikes finding work that he 

disguises himself as a.~ actress.

An interesting-idea, I immediate­
ly called my friend Bubbles Pas­
lovski to conduct a study of my 

• own. You probably remember the 
headlines a few years back when 
Subba - Paslovski, a Minnesota 
Vikings !inebacker, underwent a 
sex-ct:ange operation and be-

- came Bubbles. 

• From an early age there were­
indications that Bubba was a little -
strange. Even though by the time 
he was 1 7 he- was six feet five. 
wei_ghed 265 pounds of solid-. 
muscle (21"a, 54"c. 29"w), and 
had five o'clock shadow-at a ouar· 
ter to three, sometimes two-thirty, 
he was convinced he was really a 
woman trapped in a man's body. 
When Bubba confronted his 
parents with the secret he'd held 
to his bosom for many years, they 
just laughed. ,

seled, "you can be interested in 
women's-stuff and still be a man. 
What do you want to do? Take uo 
sewing? Learn to cook? Try your 
hand at knitting?"

Bubba remained undaunted. 
-After years of fruitless searching 
he eventually· discovered a phy­
s_ician in Zurich whose slogan 
was, ''is she or isn't she? Only 
her surgeon knows for sure," 
and who agreed to operate. 

Bubba dieted down to a ;:,etite 
• -210 pounds of solid muscle, held 

daily sessions with an Avon lady 
and. started wearing pantyhose 
(" And· not just •or TV commer­
cials," the· former. football star 

sniffed). Finally, he- went LU1der 
tr.e knife and with the help ot 
hormone treatments, developed 
ample breasts /although he had 
had a deeper cleavage with his -
pees}, Bubbles burst on the 
scene.

In 
biblical times I was an Egyptian 
handmaiden, except. that I some­
how wound up supervising a pla­
toon of slaves during the con• 
struction of the pyramids: ! was 
one of King Artr.ur's knights, 
but I always thought of myself as 
a damsel in distress. Then ! was a 
priest during the, Spanish lnoui· 
sition, although for some reason 
! went _around whipping heretiGS 
while I wore a nun's habit; Dur-

. ing the First World War I was a 
' 1 female cancan dancer who vol-
- un_teered to fight on the front 
• lines with ·the French cavalry. 
And then, of course, there is my • 
current experience as a football 
player/ prima ballerina." 

"God," I exclaimed, "that's 
amazing! But do you have any 
idea.about what's coming next?" 

"Yes, indeed. In my next life I'll 
finally be clear about my gender 
identity. I.'. shall return 50 years 
from now as a contented house­
.wife in Bayonne, New Jersey.

astringent- Yogurt & cucumber in blender,+ legg yolk,

BONNE BELLE MAKEUP- good for base, if beard is light 

to hide shadows or darkened skin around eyes, nrustache, 

etc. use white eye shadow, then regular powder. 

If applying cornsilk, gently pound into face, ma.Ring sure 

that every area is covered. Take soft cloth and wipe 

off excess amount.
