Mario M. Cuomo, Governor ';,~-· 
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In 1983, Governor Cuomo signed Executive Orders 28 and 28.1, prohibiting New 
York State agencies and departments from discriminating on the basis of sexual orientation 
in providing services or employment. Through Executive Order 28, a special task force was 
appointed to examine and submit recommendations on the extent and nature of 
discrimination based on sexual orientation. 

On the recommendation of the task force, Governor Cuomo appointed a liaison to the 
lesbian and gay community. In 1986, Governor Cuomo designated a director of lesbian and 
gay concerns as a division of the State Department of Human Rights to investigate and 
insure compliance to Executive Orders 28 and 28.1. 

The Governor's Office of Lesbian and Gay Concerns was created by Governor 
Cuomo in April of 1993 to ensure that the policies, laws and programs of New York State 
effectively serve the lesbian, gay, bi-sexual and transgendered community of New York 
State.
