tearing down the building began yester-
day morning. When it is completed Chi-
nese masons and carpenters will begin
erecting the new building. The company
hopes to be able to open the few theater
about the beginning or middle of August.
The stranded Chinese actors are once
more hopeful and manipulated their
nnium-oootlnge apparatus  with bland
smiles upon their yellow faces when a re-
porter called. They told him that they
were already btmlmtf for the season, be-
fh; :‘i ;1. August 1 next and ending August

There will be a little Chinese house on
top of the new theater for the actors to
live in, and it is also unders
that a regular Chinese lunch coun-
ter, with bird's-nest sou at all
hours of the night, will be built in the
audience room of the theatre to keep the
audience supplied with their regular meals
without losing any part of the play, as
they would otherwise be obl to do on
account of the length of the plays.

The prineipal objection to the American
playhouses, the Chinese actors say, was
the extraordinary short time allowed for
each performance, While at the Wind-
sor the Chinese company could only get
from 6 p. m. to 1 o'clock the next morn-
ing. No first-class Chinese actor would
be able in 8o short a time toshow his
audience his true rniun. At the new
Chinese theatre Mr. Ah Gian, the Chinese
female impersonator, says he will have
an opportunity to show what he can do
by producing his “Lee Khi Han Ken Mo
Leon Yu Kien fa Yon San Neon" in full.
It will begin on August 1 and end about
the middle of September.
