Computer Bulletin Board
by Jamie Faye Fenton

The ETVC Computer BBS s up and running! All persons
interested in the gender community are invited to call in, Callers
can read and leave messages for other members as well as
contribute and retrieve articles and pichures conceming our
favorite subject. Our modem telephone number is (415) 239-
8467. Your modem can be set at any speed from 300 to 14400
baud, using 8 bits. no parity, and 1 stop bit.

‘When you call in for the first time, you will'be asked a series
of questions: The system will want to know your name (your
adopted name will do fine). [t will also ask for your address, date
of birth, and other personal information. This information will
not be available to other callers. You can leave many of these
items blank and your application will still be accepted.

You will be required to select a password: This is a sceret key
consisting of letters, numbers, and punctuation characters that
you will use to tell the system that it is really you out there, sort

of like the Personal Identification Number you use at the ATM
machine. You should have one inmind before you callin. Avoid
obyious ones that would be easy for a hacker to guess. like your
name, birthday, favorite perfume, elc.

Once pastthe questionnaire, you will'see the mainmenu. This
gives a list of commands you can use to navigate around the
system. To select a choice, type the letier shown on your
keyboard, followed by pressing the “Enter” key. The computer
then types out aresponse and then asks youtomake anotherentry.
Generally you will be shown amenu of entries that you canmake
ateach stage.

By making menu selections, you'll be able to read messages
other people left for you or leave messages for others. Other
options let you view announcements and submit or retrieve
articles and photographs.

What if you type in the wrong thing? Usually the computer
will let youknow if you makeéamistake. Don’t be intimidated by
this, all experts get confused and make mistakes rather often. If
all else fails, justhang up the phone and call back in afew minutes.
Alsoremember that there are people eager and walling to help. To
contact one leave a message to SYSOP on the BBS or leave a
voice mail message for me in box 5264.

Anyone who: recads
professionaljournals on aregular basis
realizes that most researchers are very
careful to define terms they use and
what meaning they attribute to terms
they are using, [ only used two new
terms out of the fifteen I defined.

The bookwasabouttranssexuals
not just MTEF's or FTM’s. If Sandra
were to look at the Research
Supplement (au entirely different
book), she would find that the statistics
are broken down into two: groups: 1.
Male to Female and, 2. Female (o
Male. 1 think that perhaps Sandra has
misconstrued what 1 said about
transvestites and transsexuals, ‘Tabegin
with, the book is about transsexuals
and their lives —notabout ransvestites
or any other group. I tried to point out
that transyestism and transsexualism
did not mean the same thing and I said
thatT disagreed with Harry Benjamin’s
continuum' theory between the two
conditions onasexual and gender based
orientation scale.

I don't recall saying anything
about there being no mddle ground. 1
devoted an entire chapter to the subject

of androgyny. and I did not inend 1o
imply that other transgendered groups
were not completely legitimate in how
they defined themselves. Itwouldbemy
hope, as gender roles and presentation
become more flexible, fower persons
who experience some degree of gender
dysphoria will seck solutions that donot
ngcessarily include sex reassignment
SUTZEry.

I am not a therapist, and [ was not
aware that therapists are the only persons
qualified to conduct research or wrilg
books about transsexualism. [ wrote
The Uninvited Dilemma because il was
a book I wanted to read mysclf, and
nobody, including a therapist, had written
such a book.

lama general writer and authory [ am
not an academic, and The Uninvited
Dilemma was not written for the
academiccommunity. Itis notcustomary
for freelance writers and authors to list
academicdegrees, butl canassure Sandra
that I have had extensive academic
training inrescarch at the undergraduate
and graduale university level. My
research is out there in print if any one
wants to challenge ifs validity.

I became aware today of a bill before
the California legislature that may
eventually be helpful if it passes. Ivis



AB 3571 (Margolin). Itisdesigned to make
it S0 insurance companies cannot arbitrarily
declare some procedure experimental, and
therefore not cover it. It would require the
establishment of a procedure that allows
expert testimony before a decision making
cominission, which then decides whether
the procedure is experimental or not. Ifnot,
it makes it very difficull for the insurance
company to deny coverage.

This bill, of course, was not written at all
with gender issues in mind, However, it
may help a lot because the rationale
frequently used by insurers is that SRS is
experimental. Since they generally now
cannotfind an expert to actually say that, if
this bill passes, it may allow a challenge to
previous policy that will help the community.
[ think you might wish to follow-up on this.

Transsexualism and the Tyranny of Shoulds

Individuals described by the term, ** trans-
sexupal” are just that individuals. This
means that the way they conceptualize their
situation, feelings and options are individual
and varied. 1t is not possible for every
transsexual to have the same history, behav-
1or and goals and yet many people — trans-
sexnal and non transsexual — labor under
the belief that there is a transsexual profile
that fits all “‘true transsexuals”, identifying,
defining and legitimizing them,, This re-
sults inatyranny of shoulds which correctly
describe only a small portion of all rans-
sexuals and is a poor fit formany, Described
in this article are five beliefs, frequenily
elevated to the status of shoulds, that many
transsexuals encounter,

Should #1: “I"ve always felt like the
opposile gender: * Should #1 involves the
belicf that true transsexuals feel, from earli-
est childhood, that they are trapped in the
wrong gender. My experience as atherapist
in the area of gender has led me (o believe
that some felt that way as children, others
did not. People vary in their coping strate-
gies. Some openly reject gender roles that
don’t fit, Some try desperately to make
them fit and live convincingly in the gender
role of birth for many years. Others escape
through schoolwork, sports or daydream-
ing. Everyone supbringing gives themmes-
sages about what they can talk about or even
admit to themselves Some people may
experience gender identity issues later in
life because they have developed more fully
oremerged from denial,

Should #2:  “I really want to live in the
world as 2 woman but I’'m assertive and
enjoy sports (or live as a man i the world,
but I'm shy and artistic). I'll have to give
these things up!” Should #2 involves gen-
der stereotyping. Men are like Sylvester
Stallone or Ward Cleaver. Women are like
Marlyn Monroe or June Cleaver. Some
FI'M men are and some MTF wormen are,
butothers are not. Itis no indication of who
18 “authentic”. When one looks at genetic
females, one sees small, delicate women
who are nurturing individuals interested in
children and crafts. One also finds large
boisterous women river-rafting and running
businesses. This diversity is justas true of
men, who can be athletic, artistic, competi-

tive, introspective and come in all shapes,
sizes and personalities.

Should #3: “T got on with my lifé and
now "m the woman (or man) [ always was
butcouldn’treveal toathers.” Great. if that
describes you! Others feel that although
their soul is female (or male) that they want
to acknowledge their experience in both
genders. They may integrate their past
gender into their current genderrole. Others
may feel that being transsexual is a legiti-
mate identification in itself. People’s life
experiences and personalities lead them to
conceptualize their situations differently.
In my experience, no one philosophy char-
acterizes individuals who make a successful
gender transition. The imporiant thing is
thateach individualfinda conceptual frame-
work that they are comfortable with.

Should #4: “I know ['m feeling like a
real woman now because [ find myself fan-
tasizing about being sexual with a man (or,
for Fto M, feeling like aman now, fantasiz-
ing about sex with a woman).” This belief,
if held as a Should, is heterocentrie: a real
woman wants amanand arealman doesn't,
There are plenty of genetic men and women
who give evidence (0 the contrary. Many
transsexuals are heterosexual, many others
aren’t. This is a matter of sexual identity
which is separate from gender identity and
being a ‘real” man or woman.

Should #5; “I'm very sure aboul want-
ing gender transition and sex reassignment
surgery. I have no doubts ... ever." This
may describe a few people. Most, however,
recognize thal gender fransition is about as
complicated a joumney of seli-realization as
there 18, Being cognizant of these facts and
expressing apprehension does not indicate
that one is not transsexual or that gender
ransition isn'v appropriate.

Whatwe call “transsexualism” is a jous-
ney of inner definition. There are no abso-
lute “Shoulds™. Only the age old dictate of
“To thine own self be true.” Tthelps to have
a friend, confidant or helper along the way,
but there are no universal guideposts forany
of us, transsexual or not. The essential
criterion of gender expression and transi-
tion is, like that of any other successful life
transition or activity, that il resonates with
the essence of who we are and that it has
good potential for being life enhancing.

Crossdressing

This article appearedinarecentissueof
Crosstalk, P.O.Box 944, Woodland Hills,
Ca 91365, and although it is addressed to
the crossdresser, we thought it was an
interesting andtimely subject in light of the
0.J. Simpson case. If there is physical,
mental or emotional abuse in your
relationship, hopefully these insights will
help you 1o undersiand that societal
pressures can be one of the sources of the
rage, andenable youto deal withthe problem
more successfully. Please share with us
any positive experiences you have had in
coping with an abusive pariner, maybe we
can help someone else,

It always strikes me as odd when one of
my sisters makes a big deal of the different
lives and personalities residing in Jean/Toe.
Youall know the story of Joe, who works as
a high powered executive, hiring, firing,
motivating, and fighting the corporate
battles, who comes home at night. puts on

| alace slip and becomes Jean who has no

responsibilities, sits there passively and
acceptsdirection from the wife or girlfriend.

Why does this split personality
iransvestite have two such divergent
personalities living in one body? How bas
Joe become entrapped in a carcer that
requires him to hide Jean? He thinks he
knows what wonld happen if he let Jean
take over. The corporate sharks would
gather and attack his “weakness”. His
subordinates would not pay attention 0 a
polite request, his boss would wonder if he
has the “right stuff” to be a high powered
executive; Conversely Jean would not be
able to be the wonderful fiction that she is
if she had to think for herself, or take any
action. Somehow it seems thatthe situation
is out of hand, but all those decisions made
in the past have led inevitably to the way
things are today.

What we have here is a variation of the
power and control cycle found in family
abuse. If youhaven't heard of it, it's not
surprising; our society does its best to hide
abusive relationships under the cover of
the loving family pattern familiar to sitcom

viewers. I am a trained rape and abuse

counselor, and have been struck by the
similarities between the two situations.
For those of us men whe aspire (o the
feminine, understanding this destructive
cycle 1s essential,

An abusive relationship begins with
distoried ideas of gender. The male partner
thinks he must be supreme and in control,
the female falls into the submissive and
weak category., And yes, I'm afraid it 1s
virtually always the male controlling the
female, While there are exceplions, they
are few. Themale canuse many technigues
to enforce these roles; emotional abuse,
financial and physical isolation,
intimidation, threats to family members
and sexual abuse of the female partner.
The classic cycle of violence begins with
everything rosy and the future is bright,
Butsooener or later something happens and
he starts tofind fault; he becomes abusive.
She walks on eggs, never knowing what
will set him off. The tension builds and
physical abuse staris, gets worse; she

hidesthe bruises, afterallit’s her faultthathe
hit her, she didn’t do the right things for him.
right? Oneday itall blows up and she maybe
even lands in the hospital, The tension is
broken, he is €ontrite; and promises neyer (o
let this happen again, she believes him and
everything isTosy. Then the tension builds. .,
"Il leaye the comparisons with the guilt
cycle of the transyestite as an exercise for the
student. Did youknow on ayerage, a woman
will refum to an abusive relationship eight
times; knowing that she will be beaten
again? Why? The answer is as complex as
the personalities involyed. She probably has
no way to eam a living by herself, or to
support the children, Neither wants to admit
that something is wrong to the world atlarge,
Strange as it may seem, they are probably in
love with each other, and need each other,
but they just don’t know how to control this
compulsion thatis driving their lives. Perhaps
she walks out for good at last, and starts a
new life, Perhaps they work out the problems
and find a new relationship based on mutual
respect and sharing. No matter what the
choice, it is 4 long, hard path to follow.
The split personality transvestite has to
find a way to let those two personalities
coexist in harmony. It'snoteasy. The TV is
inas much of abind as the woman trapped in
an abusive relationship, Obviously, the
answer is to allow the male and female sides
tomerge, but whatabout family. job, finances,
and all the myriad aspects that will be
atfected? I believe that lefy unresolved the
cycleof violence within aperson will destroy
that person and those they love. Maybe Joe
will have to take the risks of anew career. or
maybe Jean will have to begin tolive more in
reality than in fantasy, If it’s really bad,
counseling may be needed. For information;

I followed the show withi a nightcap at the Motherlode “enter-
tainment” bar, watching sexy transgendered girls gyrating to disco
music on a tiny stage before driving to Oakland, where I live part
time. Backactossthebridge, 1wasin amalestate of mind and didn®t
feel like going homie, so patked ona desetted but well 1if street to
savor the evening’ s memories. Still wearing extréemely tght pants
from the show, I Ioosened the belt, unzipped and relaxed. Door
locked, eves closed. I was jolted from my réverie by a gidnt
spotlight aimed directly at my face. An Oakland Police ear had
zoomed out of nowhere andpulled alongside me. ['barely had time

to fastenmy beltand zip my fly, whichthey observed (shades of Pee
Wee Herman, no movie), when one officer motioned forme taroll
down the window.

Bathed m surieal movie sel lighting, I was determingd to stay in
role andremain calm.. [handed himymy doiver s license and ETV.C
card, asking him to read the reverse side. The two male officers, one
black, one Asian, commenced playing "Good Cop, Bad Cop™ with
me.

Yes on Term Limits

We have a great new group on our executive commitiee,
maybe the bestever: This isn’ tabout them. It is about principles.
So why do we need term limits? Lot me count the ways: We hate
fights. You will hear it argued that term limits aren’t needed
because we can always vote people out of office. Theoretically,
this 18 true, but in reality it hasn’t worked that way. Since 1989
1o one has stepped forward to challenge any incumbent holding
the offices of president, vice-president, secretary or treasurer.
We're good, but not THAT good,

1. The truthis thatmcumbenis have remendous, oyerwhelm-
ing advantages in an organization like this. Their name recogni-
tionis very high but more important, as a group they have great
respect among the members, As aresull, putting up a challenge
to an mcumbent, even a bad one, is like taking on Mother
Theresa, It seems kind of ungrateful and nasty,

2. Turmover 1s good. Goed people flock (o'a winner, but if
there isn't an opportunity for them to show their stuff they will
drift away, Itis very important for new people to get Lheirchance
at running the show, otherwise we stagnate,

3. This year was the exception that proves the rule, It will be
claimed that all the mmover in the ETVC leadership this year
shows that term limits are not needed, But what happened this
year was no accident: there was a LOT of non-tao-subtle talk all
year about the need for new blood. More importantly, look what
happened when all those spots opened up: great new faces
stepped right up and volunteered to run for office.

4. Why NOT have term limits? I find it hard to fathom what the
controyersy is. This bylaws change simply limits a person' to no
more than THREE years continuotes service in one office, bul after
that they are fice to run for any office. So what is the problem?

Non-Answer to a Non-Problem!

Term TLimits presents itself as democracy’s next big step,
Maybe 1t is when you operate on a large scale like state govern-
ment, where money, power and prestige are the prizes.

But we're talking about ETV.C, where nobody gets paid (in
faet, it costs money to hold office) and the only powers available
are those of persuasion. Prestige? How many officers can you
name without leoking their names up?

We don’t need an unnecessary hy-law for term limits. We
already haye term limits. Self-imposed. Those whorun foroffice
seldom doit twice. Look at the record. [n the past five years we
have had three presidents; four vice-presidents, four secretaries,
five sets of social co-chairs, almost the same turnoyer in educa-
tion, Only the treasurerremained the same in all that time and this
year we have anew treasurer, Infact, we have practically awhole
new executive commitice. Seven out of ten officers are brand
new. Twoof the repeaters, Francis Vavra and myself, are in new
positions, Where 15 the evidence that ETVC needs term limits?
Nowhere! A remedy should fix areal problem, not an imaginary
one.

Mandating term limits is as absurd as preseribing a band-aid
for & byper-active thyroid, It’s not justwrong, it’s dangerously
wrong, ltinvites us to think we’ve solved a problem when we
hayen’t even identified the real problem.

Every new Executive Committee to some extent has had to
reinvent its wheels, and just when it got geing off came the
wheels. That's the problem, If ETVC is to grow we need to
reeruit and keep good people inoffice long enough for them to get
experience and train other good people totake theirplace. Giving
present and polential members of the Executive Committee an
undeserved slap in the face is not the answer.

What is the answer? Get active. Volunieer to help the
treasurer balanee the books, then run for treasurer; help with the
newsletter, the membership list, the front table, then tun for
secretary; help with the Cotillion and the Gay Day Parade, then
run for vice-president; help me with my duties as president, then
run for president.

A Tale of Two Sexes

By Carolyne Jayne Munroe

This book is a sensitive, sometimes funny, sometimes sad, but
always poignant view of the (rials and tribulations of being a rans-
sexual i another, supposedly enlightened conntry, There are some
marvelonsinsightsinto the personality of the author and her strug gles
to “find” herselt. She details her life from an early age and spares
herself no painin the telling. She writes with a forthrighmess and
honesty that will bring understanding, tears and some clarity to our
own position.

When she writes of the uniimely death of her son, and her opinion
of the medical profession thatpresumes to know all thing smedical, we
get a glimpse of the fervor of her feelings on these subjects, and also
we get to understand more aboul ourselves too. The book also has an
interesting chapter on the Law as relating to transsexualism in Great
Britain, someétimes erroncously called England, and deals with the
stiupidity of a law where rape of aman is deemed impossible, and the
ability to change one’s birth certificate to reflect one’s new: “'gender”
is considered o be imdesirable, and therefore not allowable. The
chapter on the medical aspeets of surgery is a good summary of the
procedure. and should be read by all contemplating such surgery,

The author has a somewhat rambling style, which reduces the
potential for dryness in her work (o the barest minimum. One cannot
help but laugh with her where she encounters funny episodes (all (00
few forallofusin this community) and ery withheras she goesthrough
the frustating process of trying to find acure forhersor' s brain cancer,
only to be thwarted by the medical profession at every tur.

This little book is not designed to be a definitive work on the
subject, rather a single view, albeit a commonly Seen view, of the
condition. Irecommend thatall, who ¢can, read this for anotherinsight
into theirown condition and'as a thought provoking view ofhow other
countries deal with transsexualism and their procedures for defining
and “correcting” 1t
