It's frightening, but it's also a lesson. What our enemies did 
(organizationally, anyway), we can do, too. How does one become 
an effective political player? You can start by joining a political 
club. Then put in time gaining credibility. Lick stamp~, pass out 
literature, give money and listen more than you speak. Make 
friends. Leam who seeks power, who has power, who can be trusted 
and who cannot. Find out which issues interest others, even if they 
have no bearing on the transgender community. Make yourself 
important to somebody else's agenda in order to make your agenda 
important to others. Oh, and let them know you're transgendered. 

If you don't like joining clubs, you can still seek out candidates 
who appear to be ttansgender friendly, or educable. Give them 
money, belp to raise money, and let them know who is giving it. 
Work hard for their election and when they' re elected remind them 
that you and the transgendered community helped put them there. 
Put powerful people in the position of owing us favors., such as 
making one of us part of their paid staff. 

Another path to poweris to acquire expertise in fields crucial to 
governmental function. Shelley Salieri, an aide to supervisors at 
San Francisco City Hall, was a respected, sought-after authority in 
transportation before she breathed a word about trans gender rights. 
When the opportunity came·to put protection for transgendered city 
workers into law, she was able to cash in on her credibility to our 
benefit. 

These are the kinds of backstage activities that will one day lead 
to full civil rights and transgender politicians getting elected to 
school boards, city councils, perhaps even congress. Someday you 
will turn on your television and see one of us interviewed not about 
"duh, which bathroom do you use?" but the European Common 
Market, the space program an:d the decline of intolerance.

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The First FTM Conference 
(You'll never know what you missed!)

A bunch of guys got together to spend a weekend in San 
Francisco. Big Deal? Yes. It was! 

This was 1.he first conference ever beld to celebrate being a "new 
man"; that i<; FTM, Female to Male. The conference was very 
impressive in its organization and quality, and its nwnbers. They 
were expecting about 200 people and got 300. These wonderful 
men, !heir friends, lovers, and supporters met the weekend of 
August 18-20 in San Francisco. I learned we have a lot to learn from 
our brothers. 

Those of you wbo remember being alone, isolated, and feeling 
alienate<! because of"certain feelings" of being different, will have 
no problem imagini11g how a person feels waking every morning in 
a body that has characteristics that your inner self does not identify 
with. In this case, we are talking about a man who was born in a 
female body and wants to, and in many cases does, adapt his female 
body so that he may live in the world as a man. 

Why would a person born in a female body prefer to live as a 
man? There are many individual answers to that question - all of 
them sum up to "I must I have no choice." 

Conference topjcs included: relationships, spirituality, racism, 
therapists, political and legal issues, academic perspectives, com­
ing out, parenting, sexuality, medical issues. It was impossible to 
altend all the workshops. Everything I attended was excellent. 

In one session, two men, including San Francisco police officer 
Stephan Thome, discussed their experiences of successful on-the­
job transition. Their stories. were very similar to those of 
transgendered women who have made successful transitions. 

There were general themes in workshops I attended. Like the 
MTF (male-to-female) community, theFfM community is troubled 
by di verse issues of acceptance. Many FTMs have a background in 
the lesbian community, and feel a deep sense of loss, and often 
experience r~jection by that community. Some FfMs identify as 
gay men. Sadly, homophobia exists among FTMs, just as it does 
among MTFs, and the general populace. There is anger at the more 
Jong-established transgender organizations for ignoring FTM is­
sues. It is easy to see a parallel with the struggles of lesbians and 
bi-sexuals to be included by the gay male community. 

Sunday's all-day medical presentation was also excellent. The 
panel included two endocrinologists, a plastic surgeon who dis­
cussed chest surgery, two who made a presentation on genital 
surgery, a general practitioner who addressed general health con­
cerns, and an electrologist. Because a whole day was devoted to 
medical topics, there was plenty of time for questions. 

There are many choices for the FIM, all of them difficult: 
• Male Hormones. Many of the guys are talcing male hor­

mones. Male hormones can change one's outer appearance within 
months. The voice becomes lower as hormones actually alter the 
vocal chords, muscle bulk develops, hair grows darker and m places 
"nonnal" for a man such as the beard, male pattern baldness may 
occur, and so on. Male hormones may also have undesirable side 
effects (some forms of male hormones can cause liver damage). 

• Breast Reduction. Some of the men have had breast reduc­
tion surgery or are contemplating it. 

• Hysterectomy is often done or contemplated. 
• Phalloplasty. A neo-penis is often created via surgery or 
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FTM convention team (F. Vavra Pnoto} 

contemplated. This expensive surgery can be done in stages. Men 
with an "older model'' may get an "upgrade" as the medical art 
improves. 

• Other options (some choose to live full time, some live part 
time as a man). The no hormones, no surgery Qptions are chosen hy 
others. 

• Cross Dress. This seems to imply part time and ''just for 
fun"; but, some people take their cross dressing seriously and 
rightfully command respect for their manly efforts. 

Many change their name, omward appearance, and live as men. 
Others cross~dress whenever they can. 

As with tf'dllsgendered women, there is great diversity among 
transgendered men. One thing binds these guys together. They are 
all FTM (female to male). They all relate to the conflict of being 
born in the "wrong" body; of wearing clothing that feels inappro­
priate for who they feel they are; men. 

The guys at this conference were from a11 over the U.S., and a 
few from Canada and Great Britain. Some are living isolated in 
communities that do not know they are there! This was the first time 
for many of these men Lo speak openly and freely and to meet with 
other men like themselves. Many bad never met another FfM. 

Jamison ("James") Green, directorofFTM International/Oak­
land, opened the conference with a powerful speecti, telling his 
brothers "Your courage is phenomenal and rare". Many have bad 
to rebuild their lives alone, letting go of friends, family, jobs and 
wardrobe! 

Although I learned a great deal about FfMs at this conference. 
I learned even more about myself. Some of whaf I learned relates 
to core stuff and caused me to totally reevaluate my "me-ness". 
Again, I as.k myself what does ir mean to be a woman or a man in 
this world. How do I fit in10 the "norms" of society when the 
boWldaries are bemg pushed? 

I'm sorry that you missed this FrM Conference. The next one 
is in two years. Put it on your calendar!

The Feminine Masculine Mystique 

TI1e following article is ba5ed on info1mation contained in the 
recent books: "The Trouble With Boys," by Angela Phillips, Basic 
Books; and "What Men Want; Mothers Fathers, and Manhood," by 
John Munder Ross, Harvard University Press. 

For the millennia that transgendered people have existed, and 
particularly the lac;t forty years or so that we have been an organiZed 
conununiry, male-to-females have been absorbed with what it is to be 
a ·'woman." Our male persona5 meanwhile, have been vilified at 
worst, and relatively iguored at best. We have been re-conditioned by 
our coming-out process to regard that side ofourselvesas "insensitive 
males," "honnone-driven wannongers" and the like. T11e "problem 
with men," according to this wisdom, is that they are not women. 

According to Phillips, although men may be more inherently 
aggressive than women, social factors such as the contradictory 
definiti<ms of ma~culinity I.hat exist within a rapidly changing society 
are far more responsible for many of the problems boys a:nd men find 
themr,elves confronting. 

If there is any single-most difficulty encountered with being a 
boy, she continues, it lies in his concept of what is involved in 
becoming a man. If the only role-model of men available is that of a 
brute, then in orderto be considered male he must be brutish. Foonany 
this beuimes au o~jectionable and unacceptable altemative. 

Instead of focusing on cultnral and social factors, Ross conjec­
tures, pt.'rhaps we've been too busy blaming men for being men. 
Though fernittists, and to a certain extent male-to-females within the 
gender community, have taken the lead in this blame game they are not 
alone. Many therapists tend to approach the male persona in M1F 
patients a-; a bea-;tly nuisance. The result is that men all too easily play 
lhe parts the scripts require. Nowhere is this more clearly seen than in 
the backlash among transvestites whose male sides often become all 
the more macho in reaction to their emerging feminine personas. 

No less than most women, men are often puppets on the end of 
a social-detenninistic string. And no more than women are they easily 
able to leap out of a complex and often sublimi11al matrix of deeply 
ingrained s1>cial and psych<>logicaJ conditioning that, from birth, has 
defined them in certain ways. 

Turningtodemographicalevidence,theresearchofhothRossand 
Philli{lsindicates that in nearly every country in the world, young men 
are the likeliest perpetrators of violence. They areal so the greatest risk 
of becoming its victims. The United States, unfortunately, is no 
exception. Correspondingly, in all major industrial societies, girls do 
better than boys in school. Eighty five percent of children categorized 
as "special" are male. Fidgety young boys, often categorized as 
suffering from "attention disorders" of one sort or another are sepa­
rated out, turned over to therapists, or fed Ritalin. 

How much all of this is the result of "wiring" is impossible to say. 
According to Phillips, the cultural acceleration in the polarization of 
thesexesmaybavebeguu,however,withthepost-WorldWarIIworld 
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wbich shifted women's mies rather radically to die work force m1cl a IS( 1 

shifted men's loyalties away from family and toward t11eir corp11ra­
tions or institutions a.~ the mvnt~r or their lives, well-heing. ,uid 
energies; a.<\ his family away trom home. ln I.he process. vital child 
reaiing functions of the husband and fat11er were ignored. 

Women, trxi, he continues. hegantn confonn to the "extraJ:unilial 
power structure that hegau to govern Amcric,u1 and other industrial­
ized nation's lives;" a stnH.:tuJe t11at values "econmnic necessity ,u1d 
the world of produclion ahovc t11e nurturing of human life." This cm 
particularly be seen in the temale executive's role in the et).rporatc 
world, when:, to succeed. she. in essence. takes on a male role. 

Complicating the issue further. accordiug to Ross. is the increasin~ 
trend toward single parent (usually mot11er) families wit11 a fallwr 
missing dut: to divorce or ahm1d01m1eut or just unavailahlt' <luc 10 

alcoholism, drug problems. or workaholic proclivities. Acconlill!! 10 

the paradigm espoused hy aull10r Rohen Bly in his hook "lnm John ... 
boys from such families suffer from a deprivation of a positive male 
role model. 

Perhaps it isn't anything ahout men in some esS!ntial or stril·tly 
predetermined sense tliat invi1es or causes trouhlc. Instead, pcrhap~ 
it's a society that requires cena.in thing,~ from men - rcsponsihilily. 
protection, a stoic determination to get the job done - which also 
irn .. -reasingly denies m,Uly of t11em res-pectahle work and respect for !111.: 
work they do when they t.ry to live up to these sumdruds. 

How can we redefine ma~tulinity.'! A difficult 4rn~slion. What 
often emerges in modem, new age ps ychologica1 testing.says Phil Ii rs. 
much more so than traditional psychrnmalysis allows. is that men (,md 
boys) want to be like women ( and girls). Even as girls may yearn for 
the ostensible ·'extemal" excitement of the mak world. hoys yearn fcJr 
the relational wannth ,md safety of the female world. ft~ they have 
tbemselves experienced it m, sons. 

Perhaps this is a partial cause of male-I0-temale tran:;genderism. 
Although not generally acknowledged in the psychological commu­
nity, Phillips states, males <l!e. by nature.ju.st as variable and complex 
a-; females. Lessons in violence. indiftcrence and separation which ;u-c 

provided every day for male children tend to sociologically rei.nforn.' 
a very strict code of gender unanimity. 

Confusing the issue furtl1er. Ross conjectures, is the mixed 
messages men and boys now receive in our society. If they are rough 
and anxious they are seen as aggressive. but at the same time t11cy arc 
given little encouragement to show weakness either. 

• Crying anddistres.,; in hoys are less toleratt.'d cUld less tended to 1h;u1 

in girls. Boys are still ordered to shape up. Much greater latitudt.: b 
permitted to girl tomt~)ys t11a.1110 hoy sissies. There are few socially 
sanctioned ways iu which boys can show their anxiety and a~k for help. 

It seems reasonable 10 assume that le,u1ung of this conditionin~ 
mechanism woul() make men wish 10 escape it, hut per.haps. ,t~ the 
process is so subliminal, tbere is ,m unconscious agreement among 
men to defend the status quo. 

Perhaps we need to take a closer look in order to see just how 
hollow current perceptions of i;exual and gender difference really arc. 
In many ways, we seem no dose--r to appreciating U1e reality of male 
and female differences ,Uld the complexity oJintegraling them into the 
framework of our own identities and into <>ur relationships witb one 
another than we ever were. { hllil we do so, the process of acceptirig 
equality between the sexes and finding peace and halance in the 
gender continuum within ourselves will continue to elude us.

Honnones in Transsexuals 
(Taken from Scie11ce, Vol. 267, Jan. 20, 1995) 

['R;andom Samples', p. '.H4, ed. hy Constance Holden] 

How do sex hormones affect human behavior'? TI1a1' s a tough 
question to address, a" experimental monkeying with people'~ 
hormone levels is unacceptable. But a team of Dutch researchers 
at Utrecht University Hospital's Depanment of Psychiatry has 
found a population volunteering t<.)r just such manipulation. The 
results of the ensuing study, the researchers claim, suppon a 
powerful role for honnones. 

The su~jects in the experiment, beaded hy psychologists 
Stephanie Van Goozen and Peggy Cohen-Kettenis, wen:: trans­
sexual candidates: 35 women who wanted to be men and 15 men 
who wanted to become women. Each was given a battery of 
baseline tests mea.,;uring anger;aggression, sexual imerest, spatial 
relations, and verbal tluency. Then, after 3 mouths of testosterone 
for the females and anti-androgens and estrogens for the males, the 
tests were administered again. The same tests we.re also given to 
two control groups, 20men and 20women recruited in an Amsterdam 
supennarket. 

The researchers report in a paper to be published in April in 
Psychoneuroendocrinology that while not all tests yielded a consis­
tent picture, a larger pattern did emerge. The authors write, for 
example, that "after 3 months of testosterone administration (fe­
male-to-male) transsexuals were more anger prone and reported 
more aggressive tendencies. they bad a stronger sexual motivation 
and arousability, and they were better in visuospatial ability and 
worse in verbal fluency." The results for the male-to-female group 
after androgen deprivation went in the opposite direction. The 
authors conclude that the behavior changes they witnessed ''are 
likely to be due to the effects of the bonnone therapy and not 
to ... [the transsexuals'] stereotypical ideas about... the desired sex." 
Van Goozen says these findings are more compelling than the 
existing ~ta on sex differences, which are based on correlation~. 
because "this is the only study involving an experimental interven­
tion." 

Response among researchers familiar with the work is mixed. 
McGill University psychologist BarbaraSherwi11, who studies how 
hormones affect women's sexual behavior, says the results are just 
what her own work would have led her to predict. "It blew me 
away," she says. Psychologist Brian Gladue of Ci11cinnati Univer­
sity, however, says generalizations can't be made from this study 
becam;e transsexuals "are not your typical people."

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Sexuality, The Role It Plays In 
The Lives Of Transsexuals 

(A talk by Kim Elizabeth Stuart at 
Northridge Gender Conference, 

February, 1995) 

Whenlhearpeoplesay, "Transsexualism,Ohthat'sasexualthing," 
I'm always taken a-back. Well of course it's sexual - to the extent 
that we're all sexual. But it's not sexual in the context that the 
statement implies. 'The implications of state-
ments like that are that transsexualism must 

very uncomfortable with the gender roles they were being social­
ized in. Sexuality and eroticism entered their lives many years later. 
in most cases. 

When transsexuals experience puberty - of course sexuality comes 
onli.ne - big time for most of us. That's a very frustrating time, 
because most of them have normal reproductive organs, honnonal 
activity and sexual urges. 

Urges - ah! The expression of those urges - therein lies tbe rub. 
What about the expression of those urges? 

As we all know, many transsexuals grow up and fulfill their 
biological imperative. Indeed, they fre­
quently become fathers and mothers. But 

somehow originate, or be linked to, some 
sort of eroticism that goes beyond~ bounds 
of ordinary cross dressing. Some extreme 
form of transvestism or homosexuality, if 
you will.

what about their emotional imperatives?

Ninety percent of the male to female trans­
sexuals I studied experienced serious gen­
derdysphoria -discomfort, if you like before 
they entered kindergarten. Seventy percent 
of the female to male transsexuals I studied 
had similar experiences.

imperatives?" 

Seventy percent of the male to female trans­
sexuals told me they fantasized they were 
females while engaging in sexual activity 
but only thirty eight percent of them fanta­
sized that their partners were male. 

Their gender dysphoria was not erotic in nature. They were just 
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Most transsexuals in both groups told me 
their fantasy roles intensified as they passed 
i.nto adulthood. These figures seem fairly 

consistent with one other question I asked. I wanted to know what 
their sexual preferences were in their chosen gender roles. Eighty 
percent of the female to male ttanssexuals told me that they were 
heterosexual in their chosen male roles, while only fifty two percent 
of the male to female transsexuals identified as exclusively hetero­
sexual in the female role. 

Now - what are we to make of that? Just this. Sexual orientation 
always has to be interpreted from within the framework of gender 
identity. To do otherwise is to paint a completely unrealistic 
picture. I don't know how many times I have bad to say it, but I'll 
say it once again. Gender identity and sexual identity are separate 
issues.

To be sure, eroticism is involved in the lives of transsexuals when 
they reach puberty. That's lo be expected. Sometimes there's 
eroticism connected to cross dressing - but not always. And it's 
much more common in biological males tban it is in biological 
female .

any exclusions. This sort of thing only serves 
to reinforce in the minds of transgendered 
people that some people in the provider and 
academic communities deliberately 
marginalize transgendered persons. The 
transgendered community bas professionals 
in all walks of life who know a great deal 
about our own needs and conditions.'. 

sexual maruration, 
and it does not mys­

teriously emerge 
from the mists of 
erotic experience. There's Sister Mary Elizabeth, who spent 

years working for the civil rights of 
transgendered persons, and who now devotes 
her time to working for people with HIV and Croats, Muslims and Serbs. No one even 

knows how much blood has been shed by transsexuals in their 
frustrations. I've seen it first hand and up close, and I can tell you 
that it's not pretty, because abandoned lives erodes the dignity and 
meaning of the celebration of life. 

Sexuality needs to be viewed within the context of gender role 
identity - gender role identity presentation and the life that is lived 
- not as the animus for someone being a transsexual. 

When Harry Benjamin popularized the tenn Transsexual, he and 
others didn't stop to differentiate between the concepts of gender 
identity and sexual orientation. Maybe it seemed to make sense at 
the time. Why not? Men wanted to change their primary and 
secondary sexual characteristics. There weren't any FTM's re­
questing surgery in 1965. The word sex was within the tem1 itself. 
That's what it was all about as far as they could see. 

AIDS; James Green, a man instrumental in the passage of an equal 
protection ordinance in the city of San Francisco, and the President 
of FTM; Sergeant Stephan Thome who was also instrumental in 
getting that San Francisco ordinance passed, and who has dragged 
the San Francisco Police Department to the brink of a new millen­
nium; Phyllis Frye, a Texas attorney and Executive Director of the 
annual International Conference on Transgender Law and Policy; 
Kate Bornstein, playwright, author and performer who addresses 
transgendered issues in her work.; Dallas Denny, founder and 
Executive Director of Aegis; Janice Van Cleave, who's responsible 
for the city of Seattle, Washington, having one of the few ordi­
nances in the country protecting the civil rights of transgendered

But the concept of gender roles is more or less 
a social construct, rather than some sort of a 
biological description. Transsexual men and 
women want and need to Ii ve in gender roles 
with which they are comfortable, and that 
usually includes participating in a sexual 
manner consistent with those roles. That's 
what transsexualism is all about. 

Gender role discomfort usually precedes 
sexual maturation, and it does not mysteri­
ously emerge from the mists of erotic experi­
ence. It may be awakened in the conscious­
ness then for some, but that's not the begin­
ning - and it sure isn't the end.

All 
crossdressers and trans gendered people henefit from U1e freedom to 
explore their feelings and fiud their own way in an open, 11011-

judgmental atmosphere. it is a benefit to each crossgendered 
individual to know they are not the only one experiencing cross 
gender feelings. lt is similarly important for each individual to 

know that their sexual feelings are not different t.han all ot.hers 
around them.

If you are, don't 
leave the- Muse! Women are wonderful people and socially 
acceprnhle. So when you get dressed to go out, don't go with the 
guilt of a ma.11 dressed as a woman. Use your self visuali1.at.ion and 
go as a wmmm. Hold your head up and be proud of who you are. 

A feminist friend told me a crossdre!;ser can never be female. 
But heing a WOMAJ'\I was a state of mind. A girl does not become 
a woman hy virtue of reaching a certain age. She learns the 
mannerisms and thinking or an adult and sticks up for ber rights 
and tells tJ1e world this is who lam now. You can be amalewomau .

I remember where I was; I bad been out for only two weeks, 
was an absolute novice, and a wide-eyed debutante on that 

cold, starry night at the Russian Center. Since then, the 
changes have come so fast, I am having trouble looking at 

them all! But one thing I am sure of: I am happier now than I 
thought I ever could be with my life. I am me, finally 

me. 

In the Beginning: When I took the 
position of Vice President of ETVC, l 

had only been out for four months, and 
the entire thing was very new to me. 1 

really bad absolutely no idea what I 
was getting in to. I was told that it 

was a bum out position, but I decided 
to do it anyway. Why -because I like 
to challenge myself; it's how l grow, 

and personal growth and life are 
conceptually synonymous for me. 

First, there was the Parade: I had 
never even been to the Gay 

Freedom Day Parade when I 
found out about what it was I wa~ 

supposed to do. I must admit, I 
was somewhat taken aback by 

the thought of organizing an 
event of this nature. Who would 
I call, what would I do? I found 
out. The Parade is probably the 

most fun event to put on - it's relatively easy to 
pull together- if you are organized, and the rewards are very, 
very high. It is truly our greatest marketing and media event 
of the year, since we can be seen very visibly. In 1994, 

we had 42 marchers, and

parade. In J 995, we bad about 122 marchers, most of them 
from ETVC pbone trees, and we marched at the head of the 
line in position #11. In 1995, we had an information booth, a 
beer bootb and a merchandis~ng booth, and were active on the 
Parao.e Committee. I think 
that involvement with the 
Parade Committee is in our 
future, especially now that 
the name Transgender has 
been added to the title of tht 
Parade. After all, we are all 
in this together. 

Then, there w~ the 
Cotillipn: As you know, 
my first Cotillion was in 
January of 1994. l had 
never put on a show 
before, bot this seemed to 
me to be even more fun 
than the first evenL The 
key to putting on a 
Cotillion, I have found, is 
to plan ahead, develop 
your contacts, and work hard! If you are able 
to delegate important responsibilities to enough people, you 
will find that your job is greatly simplified. This is something 
that cannot be done all by oneself; the sheer number of tasks 
involved in putting this on will overwhelm you! Putting on 
the Cot.illion last year, with all of its faults, was probably the 
most fun that l have ever had in my entire life. A word of 
caution: A perfect show is impossible. So we try the best we 
can, knowing that our volunteers are human, and love it the 
waythatitis. Last year we created a spe.cial magic on tbe 
Cotillion Committee; my number one goal 
last year was to make the 
event and the 
planning process 
very special and 
intimate for 
contestants, cast, 
and Cotillion 
Crew. And we 
succeeded, 
with your 
help- Thanks 
again!
