Another Cut in Railroad Rates-Other 
News of a.n lntere.sting Nature 

Gathered on the Streets. 

Yesterdny afternoon the cxumination 
into the cases ng11inst Mary and Henry 
J. Cnnneban, charged with the burglary 
oi the Chinese theater on the morning 
o{ 1\[ay 1st, was com1nenccd in the town~ 
ship court before. Justice 1 'n.vage. As 
the recent murder of Fong Ah Lung was 
to a grent extent clue to the trouule 
which arose between the two factions, 
into which Chimitown is diviclecl, the 
case nttrnrte<l a good de,il of attention 
and the court room was crowded with 
interested spectators o[ beth white and 

hinese races. 
Lee Low, the complainant, was the 

first witness called. He testified in ef­
fect th~t he wns a fenmle impersonator 
at the Chinese theater. On the night of 
the 30th of April he left his room shortly 
after midnight, leal'ing the door locked. 
Un his retun1 he found !hut it hucl t,cen 
broken into and $100 in cush 
and n trunk containing n. number of 
valuable costumes nnd stage properties 
of the value of *489 stolen therefrom. 
Jlc identified the trunk, which had been 
found niter the burglary in the yard be­
hind Mrs. Canncba11's house on Alameda 
street, as the 011e that had been stolc11 
from his room. 

Chan l<in 1 'ing1 nn interpreter, testi· 
Jled as to the location of Lee Low's room, 
in relation to the theater. 

Wong Gow, n friend of the complain­
ant., testified in effect tlmt Lee Low 
asked 1,im to see whether his door wus 
locked or 11ot about 1 o'clock in the 
morning. On going over to his friC'nd'~ 
room he found Lem Yon, Fook Ring and 
unotl,er Chinaman attempti11g lo pick 
the lock of the door. Fook Hing in11ne­
diately drew n pistol, and /Hescnting it 
at the intruder's breast, 1eld him up 
with it until the door was forced, anJ 
the other two went into the room, and 
took the costumes und other property, 
dropping it through the window into 
the ynnl below. 

Uu y Yon stated that on the night in 
question he was ,miking along Alame,la 
street, in the vicinity of the theater 
building, n11d heard a sound like the 
noise p1:oduced t,y " 1,eavy body falling 
to tbc ground. 1 le listened intently for 
a few seconds, nnd hCaring m~n's voices 
in undertones he started to investigate. 
lie ,,•ent. up a little hallway and saw 
three Chinamen attempting to break 
o/>en a trunk with a hatchet. While 
t 1ey were doing so a. womun came out of 
a door, iu her nightgown, nnd picking up I 
a pil1ow·caae box carried it into her room. 
The Chinnmen succeeded in breaking 
the Lrnnk open, anti carried off its con­
tents, saying as they did so that they 
were ,·cry vnluable. 

At thi8 juncture, it being 5 o'clock, tllc 
court. adjourned, the ease Uoing ·onlin• 
ued until ll :30 o'clock tbis morning.
