As a matter of fact I 
was at the building where the class was to 
take place about 1/2 hour early. The campus 
is a great place to stroll around on a mild 
evening and I enjoyed the walk from my car 
across campus very much. I even got a few 
smiles as I made eye contact with one or 
two students on the mall. Wendi seemed to 
be passing very well with her tan skirt, 
black blouse, black pumps and carrying a 
coat should it be chilly on the return trip 
to the car. I was a little over dressed 
compared to most of the coeds 1 saw on 
campus but I wanted to present a feminine 
image to the class and, clothes do play an 
important part it, making the wotnan, ai. 
least in the public eye. 

Since was a little early for the class I 
wandered around in the atrium of the build­
ing where there were benches that the stud­
ents used during breaks or while waiting for 
class to start. I parked myself on a bench 
right next to some vending machines where I 
knew I would be noticed. I was, but Wendi 
passed all tests with flying colors. I was 
looking for indications that 1 was read but 
instead received only smiles from passers by 
when eye contact was made. Anyway, here I 
sat and waited for Diane. Well, time passed 
and soon it was only 5 minutes to class 
time.

Whitam's office where all insecurity and 
doubt as to whether I could go through with 
it was put behind me. Diane and the pro­
fessor assured me that I was doing great 
and before I knew it we were following him 
through the classroom door and up to a pair 
of seats at the front of the class. 

The students had been primed for our 
presentation and had expected to see some 
men dressed up in women's clothes, but by 
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their expressions and the comments I over­
heard, were somewhat confused and very 
curious. They were looking at a couple of 
women in their early to middle thirties with 
no indication that there were two genetic 
males somewhere beneath the convincing 
feminine exteriors. After a brief introduction 
by the professor we each gave a 5 minute 
presentation and then opened the floor up to 
questions. The class was very receptive and 
we answered questions on subjects ranging 
from: "How do our families handle our 
dressing?", to: "Where do we shop and in 
what role?". In retrospect I would say that 
speaking to the class was a very successful 
endeavor and I am looking forward to next 
semester to do it all over again . 

After class we were invited, by the prof­
essor. to continue the discussion at suitable 
off campus location. We did, and ended the 
evening by sipping some wine and talking 
with several students and the professor 
until almost midnight at a small pub near 
campus. This was a relaxing and satisfying 
end to an evening that I had no idea would 
be so enjoyable. If any of you get the 
chance to make a presentation such as this, 
and you enjoy meeting openminded people 
then "GO FOR IT!". We did, and I think we 
were able to show a few people that 
crossdressers are just people with a strong 
drive to experience the feminine side of 
their nature. 

The First Lady's Notebook

This month's notebook is a commentary from 
Peggy, co-founder of Alpha Zeta. As the 
group has evolved, and membership has 
changed over the past three years. new 
directions and policies have taken place. The 
organization is dynamic and it is difficult to 
meet everyone's needs and expectations as 
time goes on. Peggy's article summarizes her 
point of view concerning her goals and 
feelings on how she felt that the group 
should be. It is entitled: 

"Alpha Zeta. My Dream ... " 

\.lhen I put that first ad in the paper for 
crossdressers I believed in the idea of a 
group of people who seriously wanted and 
would seriously welcome the opportunity to 

meet socially with other crossdressers in a 
pleasant atmosphere. The meetings were en­
visioned to allow members to dress socially 
without embarrassment or fear of criticism. 
These were to be meetings one could bring 
one's spouse without fear of her being 
embarrassed or insulted by uncouth be­
havior. \.lhile I have no quarrel with the 
existence of other lifestyles I intended 
that this group be limited to heterosexual 
crossdressers and their spouses only. I 
rejected inquiries from gays, transsexuals, 
masochists and those who are only 
fetishists. I was not implying any kind of 
'Eliteness·, but onlY that the group be 
select, that is people with the same 
interests. \.lhen I coined the name "Aloha 
Zeta· for the chapter I thought it would 
suffice and an be indicative of our Arizona 
zip code. I then set out to write a se~ of 
"by-laws· that would structure a chaot~r. 
My belief was and is that crossdressin9 in 
itself is not perverted in any way. It i~ 
only perverted by those who would mal,..e a 
mockery of it. Practicing in an honest and 
mannerly way it can be a true thing of 
personal growth and enjoyment. I see 
crossdressing as a blending rather than a 
"flaunting of oneself". It was my hope that 
our goal would be to helc, gain the 
understanding and acceptance of the Public 
rather than any juvenile attempt to abuse 
or taunt the public. This does not mean 
that crossdressers should stay in the 
closet but that our acceptance will never 
be attained to any degree by disorderly or 
anti-social conduct. In short we should 
have pride in our own good manners. My 
concept of our meetings was along the 
following lines: 

(A) Provisions would be made for those who 
could only dress after arriving at the 
meeting and that the meeting time would 
start at an hour that would allow members 
to exit their homes and neighborhoods with­
out embarrassment. 

(B) A short period of introductions fol­
lowed by a short business meeting. A report 
of the last meeting and a short discussion 
of the financial position of the chapter. 
Dues would be collected from those who have 
decided to join the chapter or who are 
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attending their third meeting. This would 
be followed by new business. 

(Cl Those meetings for the purpose of 
holding elections should include goals for 
the following year. It should be clearly 
understood that this chapter is not a 
formal part of Tri-Ess, but that all 
chapter members are encouraged to join Tri­
Ess. It shall never be a 'reQuirement that 
Alpha Zeta members be Tri-Ess members or 
that Alpha Zeta members who are chapter 
officers be reQuired to join Tri-Ess. 

(D) Demonstrations or speakers of subjects 
of interest to the general memb~rshiP woJJld 
be presented and discussed. 

(El A general discussion by the entire 
group on one of facets of crossdressing 
would be next. We could express our 
feelings and opinions on various subjects 
pertaining to crossdressing. This would be 
led by a discussion leader. The following 
could be examples of discussion topics: 
(note: the following is representative of a 
longer list that she made, ED) 

(a) Why do you think you became a cross­
dresser? 
(b) When did you become a crossdresser? 
(c) How often do you dress and why? 
(d) How are you a different person when 
dressed? 
( e) Have you ever been 'read·, and how 
did YOU handle it? 

(F) The final portion of the meeting would 
be devoted to a social hour for the 
enjoyment of the members. 

Alpha Zeta has been fortunate in having 
some very gracious people hosting some of 
our meetings and they deserve our thanks. 
We should be grateful to Diane for her 
leadership in getting Alpha Zeta through 
this past year. I am personally grateful 
tor my experience with Alpha Zeta, I shall 
miss it. ..

Mirror Mirror

Hi, girls, here's some advice on lip care, 
since, well defined beautiful lips are the 
crowning touch to a total makeup look. How­
ever, we sometimes find that our lip color 
tends to bleed or fade. A sure fire method 
to prevent lip color from bleeding or fading 
is to always start with clean lips. Then 
apply a lip liner on the upper lip first. Line 
from the center bow outward to each corner 
of mouth. Next line the lower lip inward 
from each corner, meeting at the center of 
the lip. Soften the color line with a make­
up sponge. Now apply lip color to your lip 
brush, and fill in the outline of lips with 
color. For upper lips, work from the center 
bow outward to each corner of the mouth. 
For your lower lip, apply inward from each 
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corner. meeting at the center of your mouth. 
Blot the excess lip color with a makeup 
sponge or tissue. For lips with a radiant 
sheen use a lip polish and apply like you 
would lip color. Remember girls, this app­
lication is for girls with perfect lips. We 
girls with lip problems should heed the fol -
lowing advice: 

THIN LIPS: First apply a foundation over the 
entire lip area. Then outline lips with a 
pencll so that the outline extends slightly 
beyond the natural line. Then fill ln with a 
Up color inside the liner. 

FULL LIPS: Apply a foundation over the lips. 
Pencil the lips just inside the natural lip 
line and then apply the lip color within this 
line only. 

FLAT LIPS: Give flat lips a plumper look by 
applying color over the entire lip area 
except at the very center. Then fill in the 
center space with a lighter, shimmery color 
aimed for a subtle look. Don't make the line 
between the two colors too obvious. 

CRINKLY LIPS: To give these lips shine, 
apply the color, then apply lots of gloss on 
top. Some petroleum jelly applied at bedtime 
will help correct the crinkly problem caused 
by dryness. 

DROOPY LIPS: Lift them at the corners by 
first covering lip corners with a concealer 
stick, then blend. Using a lip pencil, extend 
the lip corners up. Finally fill in with color. 

UNEVEN LIPS: Balance uneven lips or soften 
too sharp a bow at the corners by outlining 
the desired shape with a pencil. then fill in 
with color in a shade close to the pencil. 

Food For Thought 
Since your palates have been tempted, in 
past issues, with a few main courses, here is 
a cool dessert for the warm weather ahead. 

·summer Delight" 
Crust: 

1 stick butter (softened) 
1 cup flour 

Filing: 

Mix together and pat into 9Xl3 
baking dish. bake at 350 deg. for 
20 mlns. tlll light brown. 

1 8 oz.pkg. cream cheese (softened) 
1 cup powdered sugar 
1 large "Cool Whip" 
2 3 oz. pkgs instant chocolate pudding 
3 cups milk 

Beat cheese and sugar together till 
fluffy. Blend Cool Whip into the 
cream cheese mixture. Add pudding 
to milk and mix till slightly 
thickened. Combine all ingredients 
and beat with mixer till thick. pour 
into the crust and refrigerate.
