‘Rita’ murder mystery still unsolved

Friends and family lament
death of Allston resident

he murder of Allston resident Rita
Hester is still unsolved.

Rita, a transsexual whose birth
name was William Hester, was stabbed to

death in her apartment on
Saturday, Nov. 28. Police have not yet
named any suspects in the case, which is
still under investigation.

Members of Boston’s transgender com-
munity last week reacted with anger and
sadness to the murder, and the media cover-
age that has accompanied it.

Friends and family moumed Rita last
Tuesday at a funeral held near her childhood

home in Connecticut. A handful of vigils.
benefits and rallies have been held in her
memory over the last two weeks.

Most recently, a benefit concert with local
bands and female impersonators was held in
her honor last Sunday night at Jacques. a
transgender club in Boston. Last Friday,
Dec. 11, the murder was at the top of the
agenda of activists who gathered outside the
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
