BIOGRAPHY. 
MADAME, CH:EVALIER, D'E.ON. 

THIS extraordinary woman lived 
for more than twenty years in a pub­
li_c capacity, in the difgufe, and under 
the character of a man. She was Se­
cretary to the French embaffy at 
London, of the count de Guerchy, 
and was infirnmenta1 in promoting 
the peace in 1763-. Her "Letter to 
the Count de Guerchy_,' and " Let­

tres, Memoirs-and Negocz"ations." were 
publifhed in quarto in 1764; and, 
about the fame time, her "Examen 
des Lettrts," in quarto, and " Me­
moirs des Finances," in two volumes 
duodecimo. She alfo wrote " Les 

Loisirs en Angleterre,'' in fourteen 
volumes octavo, and the Hifiory of 
Eudoxia FaderocivJJ,a, Firfi Wife of 
Peter the Great. Her fex at length 
became a matter of public fofpicion, 
and even a fubject of fpeculatioir for 
gamefters: it was authentically afcer­
tained in a trial before Lord Manf­
field, upon the occafion -0f -011e of thefe 
fpeculations. Upon this, Madame 
D' Eon quitted England, and travelled 
to France and RuHia, but has fince 
returned and refided here. A few 
years ago fhe made herfelf conf picu­
ous by fencing in public in the met_ro­
polis ; but perhaps attracted attention 
i-ather from the novelty of the exhi­
bition, than from her :fkill in the art. 

'WILLIAM COWPER, ESQ.: 

OF the inner temple. This gentle­
man fo well known to the lovers of 

' . poetry of the prefent day, was m the 
early part of his life an intimate 
friend of Lord Thurlow, and was dif­
tingui fhed for gaiety and convivality 
-0f difpofition. 

He has fince taken a turn to l\fo­
thodifm, and been overwhelmed with 
religious melancholy. His poems, now 
�olle�ed in two fmall octavo volumes, 

have been received with extraordinary 
applaufe, and honoured with the moft 
fl.attering tefl:imonies of approbation, 
from the firfi poets and critics of tbe 
age. They boafl: the glorious tendency 
to enlarge the foul to every liberal 
fentiment, and to improve the heart. 
In 1792, I\1r. Cowper publifhed a 
tranflation of " The Power of Grace 
Jllu{hated, in Six Letters, from ,41. 

lVfo1ifier of the Reformed Church, tG 
the Rev. John Newton, Rector of St.. 
Mary, Woolnoth, London:'� which 
ranks among thofe produ&lions of elb 
thufiafrn, which are more adapted to 
confound and miilead weak ·rninds

than to render any important fervice 
to the· caufe of religion. 

Mr. Cowper is alfo well knowa 
as the tranfiator of Homer's Illiad. 
and Odyffey into blank verfe. His 
tranflation appeared in the ye.ar 
1791, in two large quarto vol.uime-s, 
and, though it has not experienced 
a very indifferent demand, its foc­
cefs on the whole has certainly-- beert 
difproportionate to the extent, and. 
difficulty of the unqtrtaking. Mr. 
Pope, like the author he has-- tranf­
lated, wrote under a conviction, that 
to produce entertainment was the firft 
obje8c-0f poetry, and that in this end 
he mufi neceffarily fail, unlefs he con­
fulted the genius, both of the lan­
guage and the times : that he has car­
ried this principle of accommodatim.1 
a little farther than was expedient, 
mofi of his readers are difpofed t'o 
allow. Mr. Cowper, on the COfltrary., 
exhibits an attempt, to ren<ler in our 
language the real fpirit of the origi-. 
nal, amd to prefent a faithful tranf­
cript of its fimplicity. His tranilatioa 
has certainly fucceeded in departing, 
much lefs than former endeavours, 
from the f pirit of its model : to this 
a rnbition however it has facrificed. 
what is of the firfl importance oo·a. 
writer, the power of attracling '.l"ea­
ders: and its general character is fo 
coarfe and rugged, as not to be re­
e.eemed by thofe features of true 
poetry, by which it is here and there 
adorne-d..
