A SPLIT IN HAWAII
"Home Rulers" Divide Into

Bitter Factions.

PRINCE CUPID A BOLTER
DELEGATE WILCOX SAVAGELY

DENOUNCED AS A "SNAKE."

Lively Times at the Recent Convention
of the Native Royalist

Party.

Special Correspondence of The Evening Star.
HONOLULU, T. H., July 14, 1902.

The home rule territorial convention held
in Honolulu last week broke up in a row, and
there is a split in the party which Is likely
to defeat Delegate to Congress R. W. Wilcox
and send a white man and a republican to

Washington from Hawaii next time. The
old battle cry of "Kill the snake," with
which the late J. K. Kaulia was wont to

begin his campaign speeches denouncing
the missionaries, has been heard in Hono-
lulu again, but this time it was former sup-
porters of Delegate Wilcox referring to

Wilcox. He stands charged with a political
breach of faith, on account of which some

of the most influential home rule leaders
and forty delegates bolted from the con-

vention.
Those who think that American communi-

ties can furnish some lively political de-
bates should come to Hawaii and watch a
convention of home rulers, or a caucus of
that extraordinary party-which has just
changed its name of "home rule republican"
by dropping the word republican, as a pre-
liminary step to making it "home rule
democratic"-and listen to the leaders call-
ing one another thieves and snakes, low-
lived liars, bribe takers and fools, and,
finally, unable to. find words that fit one
another's unworth, admitting that language
fails and contemptuously indicating an op-
ponent with a wave of the hand as "that."
In the meantime, republicans and demo-
crats of Honolulu were happy in the pros-
pect of having to fight a divided enemy.

Wilcox in a Hurry.
The convention began quietly enough. It

was called very suddenly, after the arrival
of Wilcox from Washington,, by the presi-
dent of the party, Senator David Kalauoka-
lani, who is Wilcox's right-hand man, but
Is not the leader the bolters wanted. Pri-
maries were not held, and no one seems to
know just how the delegates were selected.
There were 124 from the Island of Oahu
and only 18 from all the rest of the terri-
tory, which should have had more than
Oahu, according to the vote. It would have
taken time, however, to send to the other
islands, and Wilcx wanted to go ahead at
once.
On the first day of the convention the

venerable Kanui, organizer of the Aloha
Aina, a royalist society from which the
home rule party grew. proposed that the
territory issue $25,t000,000 in greenbacks at
once, to relieve the financial situation. An-
other delegate wanted to bring up the city
and county government act which Govenor
Dole killed by a pocket veto in 1901, and
have it read and passed again. Both were
suppressed, as well as Hon. George Mark-
ham. who had written a preamble similar
to the Declaration of Independence. and
wanted it put in the platform of the party.

Unheeded Call for Independence.
A feature of the deliberations were reso-

lutions, offered by two delegates, Kanui be-
ing one of them, to petition the senatorial
commission which is coming to Hawaii for
the restoration of the independence of the
Hawaiian Islands, while one intoxicated
native in the hall howled for Wilcox, and
declared that he would be king yet, until
put out of the hall. One of the resolutions
calling for independence referred to the
action of the United States in restoringfreedom to Cuba, and asked that the same
be done with Hawaii. On the advice of
Wilcox the resolutions were sent to a com-
mittee for action, but before anything was
done with them the convention had reach-
ed a stage where nothing but quarreling
was of interest, and the resolutions did not
come up again. One extraordinary state-
ment by Delegate Wilcox was to the effect
that the people of Hawaii opposed mak-
ing the Molokai leper settlement a nationallazaretto because they made moneythrough the board of health's administra-tion of the settlement, which costs the ter-
ritory over $10.000 a year, and that thephysicians of the board of health, throughvaccination, are "putting the disease ofleprosy into the young children, so thatthey will continue the disease for all time."The platform was adopted without fric-tion. It declares for city and county gov-ernment in Hawaii, and for a number of
other policies which are features of allplatforms in Hawaii. One somewhat un-
usual plank favors "The furthering of the
Interests of the farmers and day laborers
by guaranteeing them their wages at t'heend of each week."

Cause of the Split.
The split came when the younger men of

the party, led by Prince Cupid Kalaniana-
ole, attempt to pass a new constitution for
the party, on which they have been work-
ing for months. They also attempted the
removal of Senator Kalauokalani as presi-
dent of the party. The new constitutionprovided for precinct clubs and primaries.It would have taken the control of the
party out of the hands of Wilcox and Kala-
uokalani, and enabled the rank and file tonominate the candidates for the next legis-lature, instead of the delegate and the sen-ator naming them, as they had named thedelegates to the convention. For two daysWilcox fought against the constitution, butthe prince and his followers, the youngerand more intelligent wing of the party,would not be downed. A split was evident,when matters were apparently patched upby a compromise.
Compromise Agreement Violated.
At an evening meeting of the leaders of

both sides it was agreed that the constitu-
tion should be adopted. For this conces-
sion the prince and his followers agreed to
cease immediate opposition to Kalauokalani
and not to put the constitution into effect
until the next campaign. The next day Ka-lauokalani and Wilcox went into the con-vention, utterly ignored the agreement theyhad shaken hands over at midnight andfought the constitution as if there had
never been an agreement. Prince Cupidand forty other delegates rose in their seatsand left the convention, declaring that theywould never associate with either Wilcox
or the senator in politics again.
Wilcox may eventua-ily <nate his downfall

as a successful leader of the Hawaiiansfrom the day of his failure to carry out the
agreement with the prince. The territoryperhaps will date from the same day the
nappy consummation of the success of anAmerican political party lifting Hawaii outof the present situation, in which she has aroyalist for her representative in the Amer-ican Congress. One defeat for the homerulers will probably end the party, andfrom a hotbed of political intrigue, factionfights and efforts to win elections by raceprejudice, Hawaii may suddenly become anordinary American political community, di-vided according to the ordinary American
political lines,

.Bolters in Caucus.
The night after their bolt from the con-

vention the prince's faction held a caucus,
Delegate Wilcox's friends and the delegate
himself had been trying to effect a recon-
cilIation, Wilcox and Kalauokalani were
both present. Neither had a word to say,for there was nothing to be said. They satand listened tQ speech after speech, inwhich they were called all aorta of names,apd voicing the determination of the speak-
ers never to return to the home rule party."The other night," said Prince Cupid, "Ilowered myself by going to shake handswith that," and he pointed to where Bena-tor Kalauokalani had sat all eveig tal"ing' in a moat extraordinary series. of roasts,wa'ving,,also to the ante-room, where Dele-

gatWicomsat listening, with his usual
imperturbable countenance. "I will nevergo back to the party; -I will never do twic
what .I did the other' night."

John Wise was Ste d the speakers. Wise

was a democrat the last campaign. He
was one of Haw 's delegates to the demo-
cratic. national convention, and is the man
whose vote carried that party's national
platform committee, which was evenly
divided, for the 18 to 1 plank. Wise
switched to the hms rule party months
ago. He told of Wilcog's broken agreementin a fiery speeohl He remarked that he
couldn't associate fwith such men. "As for
George Markham,'l he said, referring to one
of Wilcox's leader% "lie is a bloody snake."

ViolentrViaperation.
"I don't care if both are in this house

now," said Delegate Moses Kaaikaula, con-
cluding a similar denunciation, "for I will
tell them to their faces that they are not
men, but are low-lived liars, and God never
forgives such men."
Amid cries of "kill the snake," J. K. Na-

kooke declared that both Wilcox and Kal-
auokalani were snakes, while Kalauokani
was both a thief and a snake. "What kind
of a man is Kalauokalani? A thief and a
snake." Bipikane also thought that the two
unfortunate listeners to all this oratory
were snakes. They were poisonous ones,
in his view of the matter, and Kalauokal-
ani was a bribe-taker, while Wilcox was a
low-lived character, a bad man and a fool-
ish leader. Senator Kanuha agreed and he
hoped that "Wilcox and Kalauokalani will
go down into the dirt where they belong."

New Party Formed.
The day after this caucus there were con-

ferences, and for several days representa-
tives of the two factions discussed their
differences. The upshot of the matter was
that Prince Cupid and his followers started
a new party, which they named the Hui
Kuokoa, non-partisan party. They pro-
pose to hold a convention. Already they
have chosen the prince for the president of
their party and it is generally thought that
he will be nominated for delegate to Con-
gress. A combination of this new party
with the democrats is a strong probability.
Present opinian in Honolulu inclines to the
view that the bolt of the prince and his fol-
lowers will prove fatal to Delegate Wil-
cox.
Ex-Queen Liliuokalani arrived from San

Francisco the day after the bolters made
their defection permanent by organizing a
new party. It is conceded that she will be
a strong influence in the election. Cupid's
success will depend much on the stand she
takes in the matter.

Caypless Regrets He is White.
Edgar Caypless, who is known in Wash-

ington, having spent most of this year
there, part of the time as a candidate for
a judgeship in Hawaii, was a quite promi-
nent feature of the convention. He was

secretary of the senate of Hawaii last time.
Caypless was the only white man to be
heard in the convention at any length.
Caypless is as strong a home ruler as any
native, and seems to even regret that his
color is white, in his enthusiasm for Wil-
cox. He strongly eulogized the delegate's
work at Washington. In one part of his
address, referring to the commissioners of
the senate who are coming here from
Washington, he said: "I told them a Ka-
naka was the most honest part of the
American community. I said that to draw
attention to you. I want the party to be
unanimous. I am white, but you must re-
member I can't help it. if you don't like
me because I am a haole, remember that 1
am not a missionary."

She worked in a Wheeling bar room as

a house painter and carried heavy metal
slabs in the Aetna Standard Steel Mill.

REJOINDER BY GRIGG8
NEPUBLICAN DENIALS TAXEN UP
BY DEMOCRATIC CHAInRMAN.

Domestic and Foreign Prices of Pro-
ducts Again Considered- Amount

of Shipments Not Material.

The difference between the home and the
foreign price of the product of American
manufacturers, to which Chairman Griggs
of the democratic congressional campaign
committee called attention in an interview
in The Star several days ago, is being
made the subject of contradictory argu-
ment by some republican newspapers, nota-
bly among these is the Philadelphia Press,
of which Mr. Charles Emory Smith, late
Postmaster General, is editor. With this
in view, Mr. Griggs has taken up the mat-
ter again for discussion.
The statement of the Press on tin plate

is what Mr. Griggs takes as his text. This
statement is that the United States ex-

ported only a few dollars' worth of tin
plate during the last fiscal year, while it
imported nearly $6,000,000 worth. In view
of this, it questions the soundness of Mr.
Griggs' argument that to take the tariff off
of tin plate would deal a death blow to any
trust which might exist in that industry.
Chairman Griggs replies:
"Let us see what there Is in this. It is

true that for ten months ending April,
1892, the exports in domestic tin plate
amounted to only 1,535,977 pounds, valued
at $62,920; but, if the tin-plate trust makes
a standing offer of tin plate at $3.19 per
hundred pounds to exporters and charges
$4.19 per hundred pounds to American con-
sumers, the statement nevertheless holds
true that tin plate is sold at $1 per hundred
pounds cheaper in foreign countries by our
ranufacturers, whether we export directly
ten or ten million pounds.

Sales to Canned Goods Men.
"It is exceedingly refreshing to have the

Press appear to believe that it can find
all of the tin plate exported reported in
the treasury statistics under the head of
'Tin plate.' The trust sells to exporters
of canned goods tin plate to be used only
for export purposes at $3.19 per hundred
pounds. While the tin pl te is not shipped
as plate, the tin is supplled to these ex-
porters of oils, &c., for cans, boxes and
the like at the prices named, and all of the
tin used for this purpose is certainly ex-
ported tin, just as if it went out in the
shape of tin plate.
"I understand that cotton seed oil and

nearly all of our other goods exported in
tin vessels, except the Standard Oil Com-
pany's products, are sent out in packages
made of American tin plate, which is sold
to them, as I have stated above, at $3.19
per hundred pounds, while for other pur-
poses $4.19 is charged. The Standard Oil
Company is practically the single exception.

The Price of Lead.
"The Press also waxes sarcastic about

our comparatively small exports of lead,
and wishes to know how it is that our lead
producers can afford to sell lead abroad at
one-half of the price they ask at home
when foreigners can export over 200,000,-
000 pounds to the United States, pay the
duty on it, and sell it at a profit.
"This is easy. The duty on lead is 2%

cents per pound. The smelters' trust keeps
the price of lead here up to the tariff level
of imported lead, hence it is not strange
that importers bring in great quantities of
lead and sell it at a profit. The fact that
we exported about $3000(0 worth of lead
last year shows what exorbitant profits the
trust must be making on lead sold in our
markets at 4 ents per pound.
"Many of r exporting trusts are charg-

ing such high prices at home that foreign
goods are competing freely here as well as
abroad.

Wire Rope Trust.
"The wire rope trust, which is said to

have given the republican committee $100,-
000 in 1890 and got the tariff schedule fixed
to suit itself, is exporting wire rope to all
parts of the world while selling in our mar-
kets at prices from 100 per cent to 300 per
cent above its foreign prices. Thus are the
foreign trusts milking the American con-
simers.
"But what say our friends about wire

nails, wire rope, shovels, axle grease, wash-
boards, meat choppers, barbed wire, clocks,
lawn mowers, fruit jars, typewriters, sew-
ing machines and pianos which are made in
America and sold in America at from 40
per cent to 100 per cent more than they are
sold for in foreign countries? Let us talk
about all of these things. Let them try it
again. They may fare better the next time
they challenge our figures."

Markets for Our Manufac-

tures.

EUROPE A BIG BUYER
LARGEST ITEM OP SHIPMENTS

WAS IRON AND STEEL

Manufactures Sent Out in 1790 Were
Worth $1,000,000-In 1901

Over $400,000,000.

The frequently asked question, "What
becomes of our exports of manufacture&"
is now definitely answcred by the treasury
bureau of statistics. While it has been
practicable to show the countries to which
any given article is sent In any given year.
the figures of the bureau have not formerly
been so adjusted as to render it practicable
to determine what share of the total ex-
ports of manufactures was sent to a given
country or grand division of the world; or.
in other words, the location of the princi-
pal markets for American manufactures.
These facts are now shown by a series of
tables compiled by the bureau.

Our Markets.
They show that during the year 1901 52

per cent of the manufactures exported went
to Europe, 23 per cent to North America.
6.6 per cent to South America. 8:2 per tent
to Asia, 7 per cent to Oceania and a little
less than 3 per cent to Africa. The total
value of manufactures exported to Europe
was $215,000,000; to North America, other
than the United States, $96,000,000; to South
America, 327,000,000; to Asia, 632,700,000; to
Oceania, 329,000,000, and to Africa, $10,Iafl,-0(X. Of the total exports of manufacturesto Europe, amounting to $215,000,000, the
largest item was iron and steel manufac-
tures, to the value of $43,812,323, the next
items In order of magnitude being coppermanufactures, $41,454,074; oil refined or
manufactured, $40,735,548; leather and man-
ufactures thereof, $21,211,083; agriculturalimplements, $10,494,530; chemicals, drugsand dyes, $6,741,068; paraffin, $5,934,471;wood manufactures, 35,595,256; scientific in-
struments, 33,840,763; cars and carriag-s.33,718,381; cotton manufactures, 62,737,8.;India rubber manufactures, 32,187.453; pa-
per and manufactures thereof.

WILMOTH'S MURDERE SHOT.

Two or Three TInncent Negroes Were
Killed Eefore.

A special to the New York World from
Elkins, W. Va., yesterday says:
The mob of lynchers who have been kill-

ing negroes at random for the purpose of
avenging the murder of Chief of Police
Wilmoth of Elkins have at last succeeded
in getting the right man and killing him.
The mob lynched two other negroes and

mortally wounded a third before they
cbhanced upon the one they wanted. It was
a lucky thing the lynchers finally got the
real murderer, for they might have kept
on killing negroes on suspic'on otherwise.
The lynching party came upon the mur-

derer in the mountains fifteen miles south.-
west of Beverly last night, but they did
not get him until he had exhausted his
ammunition in the attempt to defend him-
self. He held the lynchera at bay while
he fired fifty shots at them, none of which.
it is said, took effect. The man was wound-
ed many times, but kept on firing until
he fell.
As soon as he was down the lynchers

filled his body full of bullets at close range.
While he was able to fight they were sat-
isfied with long-range shooting. After they
had shot the dead negro until his body was
riddled with buliets they strung him up to
a tree. On the dead man's clothing one
lyncher pinned a lacard bearing the in-
scription:

The days of the hated negroes are end-
ed."
It is asserted that the man they killed

confessed to another negro that he had
killed Wilmoth.
All the blacks within a l-adius of ten

miles of Woflielsdorf have left, but re-
ports are received that they have selected
a rendesvous and are arming and pre-
paring to retaliate upon the whites for
killing four of their race, one of whom ad-
mittedly was innocent, and two of whom
probably had nothing- to do with the mur-
der.
The chances are that the negroes are

not arming for retaliation, but simply to
defend themselves If they are attacked.
They are badly frightened and would Aght
if driven to do so, but they are not doing

ayattacking themeves.
