wife.

She says she had no doubt or suspicion

of George Green's manhood during his
courtship or when they pledged tneir troth
at the marriage altar.

She was then the widow of John Bid-
dles, and the marriage to Green took
place in Erie, Pa.

WANTED WIFE » OR A SISTER.

Jt was not until several days after the
marriage that George Green undeceived
Mrs. Green as to “his” sex, confessing
her womanhood, imploring her to keep the
secret, and beseeching her to live with her
as a sister.

Mrs. Green’s surprise and mortification
at the discovery were great, but she yield-
ed to the request, and as a matter of
pride faithfully kept the secret, and to all
outward appearances, they lived together
as man and wife—no shadow of their se-
cret ever escaping the lips of either. And
thus for thirty-five years their life went
on.

And no one of George Green’s relatives
here or in Pennsylvania ever knew him
other than 2s a man. Green's niece, Mrs.
Moriarity, now living with her children
in Ettrick. and necarly three score years
of age, whom Green reared almost from
her childhood. knew her only as a man,
was as greatly surprised vesterday at the
discovery of her ‘uncle’s” sex, as was
the general public.
