But what is it really? Many psychiatrist and sociologists say it is a sex=-
ual prevesion or deviation, Therefore, all transvestites are preverted in their
eves,

Sexual perversion (also called sex deviation, paraphilia
and psychosexual abnormalities) are ways in which sex gratifi-
cation is obtained, mainly or exclusively, without penilevaginal
contact. From a biological standpoint when the primary
reason for intercourse is sidetracked then the individuals be-
havior is considered deviant, We must then consider this is to
be a turn from the normal, normal being the standaed set by so-
ciety. the whole clox of the matter of perversion then is sex-
ual gratification by abnormal means., Studies of transvestism
indicate the vast majority DO NOT obtain sexual gretification
from cross-dressing.
