"The thing is, I never was one of thOS:c 
Times Square transsexuals. It's not like I v:a.s 
hanging around street corners in Bartlett 
or Burlington, dressed like a slut and try­

ing to seduce mixed-up teenage boys. 

Or, I imagine, mixed-up grown men. The 
sexually ... confused. I never was the sort of 

trat"vssexual - the sort of person - who abused 
people, or tried to take advantage of them. 

Of course I knew transsexuals like that. I knew - I know -
prostitutes. I know transsexuals who will do whatever it takes to 
get the money they need for their reassignment, and I know trans­
sexuals who are simply ... so bewildered by their own sexuality that 
they're content to fill their bodies with female hormones, and keep 
their penises intact. They'll seduce anything that moves. 

But there are people who aren't transsexuals who are like 
that. Not straight, not gay, not bi. Omnisexual, I guess. Megasexual. 

Either way, that's not me, I've always been as domestic as a 
balloon shade or a perennial garden. And just as harmless." 

I just finished reading Trans-Sister Radio, by Chris Bohjalian. 
Some of you have already read it (and I've reprinted another re­
view of the book elsewhere in this issue) . This story cut me to the 
bone, particularly the above excerpt taken from one of the main 
character's (Dana) radio broadcast transcripts. 

Those tiny paragraphs have opened up an old wound that I 
had thought healed. They've brought me back round to the "non­
op" conundrum (a discussion I've had with you previously in this 
column). I read those words and I immediately thought to myself, 
"Is that what being non-op is all about? ls that what I am? Ase­
ducer, an abuser, a predator? Bewildered enough by my own sexu­
ality that taking advantage of another isn 't even an issue?" God 
how selfish. 

I thought I had resolved my Issues with being non-operative. I 
really had. During last month's confessional, I thought I'd realized 
some sort of satisfaction at where my transition has leveled off. I 
thought I liked being non-op for a change, mainly in part due to 
other people's interest in me because of it. I had reconciled myself 
to the fact that l'll never have the money for surgery. And I've 
listened to all the lectures about trimming the fat, excising the luxu­
ries and putting the money spent on pleasures aside for my reas­
signment. Never gonna happen. I live too much for the moment. 
I forget about the past as soon as It slips by. My eyes are on the 
future, but really I have little control over what will happen to me 
when I type the next paragraph, let alone setting a date for going 
under the knife. I'm too compulsive. My money and I quickly part 
ways ... and more the fool am I because of it. 

But I was wrong ... so very wrong. I just can't go through the 
rest of my life In this sexual limbo. "Bewildered by [my] sexuality." 
Am l now confusing "dominant energy" with the fact that I still like 
to use my penis on a woman? (Talk about residual male program­
ming!) Was that the only ·satisfaction I ever derived from being a 
man? And what does that say about my commitment to finishing 
my reassignment? Just what Is It that's so satisfyingly feminine 
about "submitting" to a man and having him Inside me? And why 
am I now so .. . bewildered at the thought I was,_up until now, happy 
to have both? Can't I have my cake and eat it too? 

No, Ayme ... you can't. You know you can't. It's not that simple 
anymore. It never was. Suddenly ten years of my life seem so 
futile, insignificant, perhaps a total waste of time. "But certainly 
not, " I hear you say, "Look how far you've come! Look at where

YOUR CHIEF SERVANT

Well It has been another great month, 
we successfully held two big events (The 
Big Shew and the Pride Parade Float), the 
library was moved to it's new location 
which has full access to everyone during 
normal working hours and we have moved 
ahead with several new programs for 

TGSF. We now have four new TG community service programs 
which we will attempt to fund in the next year using two other new 
revenue generating programs. I would like to give you a brief idea 
of what each of these programs will be. 

San Francisco Bay Area Comprehensive TG Outreach 
Schedule - This Program will: 1) Identify all organizations in the 
greater San Francisco Bay Area that are providing outreach Ser­
vices to the general public on the Transgendered community. 2) 
Establish a database capable of handling the TG outreach oppor­
tunities (people requesting outreach speakers) and Outreach Speak­
ers from all the organizations resulting from step 1. 3) Develop a 
system for gathering new information from each outreach sup­
plier and placing it into the database described in step 2. 4) Supply 
area wide TG outreach speaker needs for the current month and 
next 2 months for publication on the TGSF website for review by 
all available Outreach Speakers and sister organizations who are 
providing the information. 5) Automate the speaker to opportu­
nity matching process by allowing all qualified speakers to review 
and accept engagements posted to the web site by completing a 
web form. 

Currently there are a number of organizations providing for­
mal TG outreach to the community. None of these organizations 
has compiled a master database of requesters or speakers. Most 
rely on human memory to fill recurring engagements. This project 
would be a joint effort where all of these organizations would de­
velop a common receptacle for gathering requester and speaker 
resources. In addition, several tasks can be combined and done 
once for all groups, such as development of material for the classes, 
training and speaker qualification. 

San Francisco Bay Area Comprehensive TG Educa­
tion Schedule - This project is very similar to the outreach project, 
the five steps are the same as the outreach project but as appli­
cable to TG education events. The idea behind this proposal is to 
provide better information to the Transgendered community about 
what educational services are being offered. In addition, once we 
know what everyone else is offering, we will be in a better position 
to identify areas that are not being offered, so we can develop 
educational seminars in those areas. In addition, by providing the 
schedule to all the pools of available attendees, we will enhance 
the probability that each session will be attended by a larger num­
ber of people.

And while my Journey has 
been a slowly progressive one (albeit stagnant at times), still some­
thing Is not satisfying me about reaching the pinnacle between the 
two. I feel poised yet again on that fence, at the edge, walking that 
fine line, desperately concentrating on not falling off. Perhaps all I 
really need to do Is stop focusing so much on my dick, look up and 
see what's around me and regain my balance. "Git yer head outta 
yor crotch, girl!" 

But I realize now that there's still so far to go. Still much pain 
to endure. Still many experiences to explore. Still many hidden 
hopes to be raised, perhaps crushed. And still many tomorrows to 
pick myself up and try, try again. I do know, for a fact, that inside 
I am beautiful and worthy, and yes, harmless - surely there are 
others with eyes to see. It's what keeps me going. 

Chris Bohjalian has certainly struck a nerve . I wept at the part 
where Dana recounts her childhood and those horrible, horrible 
nights in bed, curled up in a ball, shaking with sobbing tears at the 
unfairness of it all. Knowing , even at that early age, that some­
thing got screwed up somehow between X and Y, and feeling 
scorned, ashamed ... and helpless because of it. He could have been 
writing about me. Or a thousand other transsexuals. 

So, again, I ask any Non-Op TS out there that cares to re­
spond - just what IS It that makes the non-op equation work for 
you? How did you reconcile the yin and yang within you? Is it just 
because it's de rigeur? A fad? Do you, too, enjoy the notoriety? 
Uke the attention? Into seducing anything that moves? Or is it 
some sort of Petticoat Junction way-station where one can get 
comfy, have a drink and a smoke, read a good book and then 
suddenly realize ten years have gone by and no trains have come 
through? 

Perhaps being non-op is a trap of one 's own devising. I just 
think I know now, that it's somehow too good to be true. It's just 
too bloody convenient to say "Oh I don't hate my penis .. .it's a 
pleasure center after all! Sure it works!" While that certainly leaves 
my options wide open for bed partners, it's not who I am inside. 
While I may be adventurous, I don't consider myself promiscuous. 
And while I may be, at this moment, bewildered at my own sexu­
ality, I find myself yearning for much the same things anyone does: 
to find somebody to love, and be loved back, each for who we are. 

There are those who I run across occasionally that tell me it's 
what's inside a person that counts (and you know from last month 
I sincerely believe that to be true) . Yet still what seems to matter 
most to me now is this appendage at the juncture of my legs and 
torso. It doesn't define who I am. But neither does it belong there 
any longer. 

Y.et I also-realize-that having a vagina instead of penis isn't 
going to define who I am either. But it will, finally, allow me to look 
at myself in the mirror and say unflinchingly, and with utter 
conviction .. . that I am a woman healed.

Book Report 

TRANS-SISTER RADIO 

BY CHRIS BOHJALIAN 
by Robin Washburn • Lewisville TX 

I always approach transsexual material with skepticism be­
cause it seems most is basically wrong, when written by non-trans­
sexuals with their assumptions and pre-judgements factored In. 
That's why I was so surprised by Trans-Sister Radio, a mainstream 
novel written by an established mainstream novelist. Only once or 
twice did I think "That is not how It really would have been." and 
those weren't glaring errors, If they were errors at all. 

Dana Stevens Is a pre-transition transsexual, a tenured pro­
fessor at a local univei:slty, who meets and falls In love with Allison 
Banks, a sixth grade teacher In the small Vermont town where the 
story Is set. Allison has a daughter In college, and an ex-husbarxl 
across town. The story Is written In their four voices, giving View­
points from each central character, plus there are fictitious tran­
scripts of programming on NPR from a story on Dana .. 

The book opens as Dana and Allison have just met, and fol­
lows their story as they begin living together, through Dana's tran­
sition, surgery, and through their love story. 

There is humor, lots of it. Some seems especially designed for 
the TS audience, like when Allison's ex-husband, Will, says "Ev­
eryone knows someone who knows someone who knows a trans­
sexual. Or is related to one. Remember that notion that only six 
degrees separate any two people on the planet? Well, you can 
halve the number between any normal person and a transsexual." 
Or when Dana is talking with her fother: "You're a big man, Fa­
ther." I said. "I don't want to be either." "Either?" he asked. "Big. 
Man." 

There ls conflict within Allison when Dana has her surgery. 
Will it make a difference how she sees Dana? Will it mean Allison 
is gay? And this is a small town, with furxlamentalists who object 
to Allison's teaching their children while living with "that person.• 

All characters are fictitious, except for a few NPR on-air per­
sonalities such as Urxla Werthlmer, who are treated fictitiously, 
but the story reads true to this discriminating and, frankly, picky 
transsexual reader. Arxl, happily, it will be at least as educational 
to the uninitiated reader as any TS textbook or other non-fiction 
work I've read. 

Bohjalian really did his homework. Example, Trinidad, Colo­
rado Is the setting for Dana's surgery, with a Dr. Meehan, who is 
barely thinly disguised, obviously Dr. Biber - there Is even a re­
placement to the '"Biber-babies" catch phrase - "Meehan·s maid­
ens." 

Trans-Sister Radio Is a good read. At 373 pages it's not a 
high-speed read, but It was difficult to put down. Trans-Sister Ra­
dio Is newly released, available on the shelf for $24.95, or on 
Amazon.com at a significantly reduced price.

TGSF Education Grant · This project creates an educa­
tional grant(s) yearly which Will be given to someone In the 
Transgendered community. The idea behind this program is. to 
select members of the TG community who are struggUng to make 
their life better and give them a helping hand. Some of the criteria 
for this program will be: The program will be funded entirely by 
corporate sponsorship money. We will identify funds set aside for 
this program to the corporate sponsor who provides the money. 
This program would not be Initiated until there were sponsorship 
funds to cover the grant. Once the grant is covered, a candidate 
wouki be selected. 

TGSF Homeless Help Grant Program · This project rec- · 
ognlzes that we have members of our community who are home­
less. It also recognizes that we are not In a position to start a 
homeless help project on our own. The essence of this program 
Will be a grant to existing organizations like the Tenderloin Self 
Help Center or Project Open Hand on behalf of the Transgendered 
patrons who use those services. One or more programs will be 
selected as beneficiaries each year. AnnoW1Cements of funds go­
Ing to each beneficiary will be made at the Cotillion. All funding 
for this program will come from revenues other than membership 
dues. · 

Corporate Sponsorship Program - In order to have new 
programs that do not draw from our currently Umited sources of 
revenue, we need new revenue sources. In the past it has been 
difficult for us to get grants from some organizations In part be­
cause we did not provide the types of programs they were looking 
to support. The idea behind this program Is to actively market 
large corporations (who have a history of giving to the Gay & 
Lesbian communities) for corporate sponsorships. The resulting 
money would be used to fund several of our programs. These pro­
grams wouki Include but not be Umited to: The Cotillion, The TGSF 
Grant program, The TGSF homeless help program. 

TGSF Resource Guide Expansion Project • The idea 
behind this proposal Is to expand the Resource Guide program to 
a more professional bound directory look. The new version will 
contain paid ad's which will represent the majority of the revenues 
generated by the program. Some of the features will include: Ex­
pansion of Venues covered to include more TG friendly venues 
that do not necessarily focus on the TG community. Expansion of 
the products covered to insure we are addressing the Interest of 
the female Impersonator segment of the gay community. Devel­
opment of a prtclng scheme for Business Card, Quart~r Page, 
Half Page and Full Page ad's. The pricing scheme wouki be devel­
oped after performing a cost Impact study on the government 
requirements for sales of products. Develop a distribution network 
(venues that will sell or make the guide available). Make arrange­
ments with professionals (doctors, psychlatrtst, etc.) to have the

One very common way that transphobic people deal with their 
discomfort and repugnance of the transgendered is to ridicule the 
transgendered objects of their feelings and to seek to place them 
In a box outside the larger box of acceptable socio-political dis­
course. Unfortunately for the quality of that discourse as well as 
for the llves of transgendered people, an increasingly coarse Ameri­
can media was only too happy to oblige with reinforcing Images. 

T elevislon talk shows of the chair-throwing variety have led 
the way In trivializing and confusing the issue. Jerry Springer, 
Donahue, Sally Jessie Raphael and others have served up an al­
most steady diet of outrageous drag queens on shows with titles 
like "Guys Who Want To Be Girls" or "Can You Tell the Differ­
ence?" Programs like the enjoyable-for-what-it-is "Ru Paul Show" 
and the crude and justifiably canceled "Ask Harriet," which fea­
tured a cigar-smoking male sports writer who dons drag to land a 
job as a gossip columnist, fit this mold. So, too, do films like "Mrs. 
Doubtfire" and "Wong Fu," which, In efforts to titillate by whistling 
past the barely hidden fears of their audiences, confuse the publlc 
about a serious Issue, the nature of gender identity disorder and 
the efforts of transsexuals to deal with It with a modicum of dig­
nity. They simply want to get on with their lives in their chosen 
gender as unobtrusively as possible. As the vast majority of them 
who have lost their families or settled for a lower paying job in the 
process can testify, this is not a course they embarked upon to see 
their kids or to get a job. 

Even more egregious, more troubling in the wake of an era of 
purported PC is the penchant of some television shows to rely on 
drag to ridicule and belittle the transgendered in much the way 
vaudeville and films used to rely on black face to elicit a cheap 
laugh at the expense of African Americans. Among such shows 
are The Drew Carey Show, the aforementioned and thankfully 
departed "Ask Harriet," and an "In Llving Color" show that Ironi­
cally targets an African American audience. 

Probably most disturbing, however, are the genre of films that 
portray crossdressing men as psychotics intent on resolving their 
Internal conflicts by killing women. Films like "Psycho, " "Dressed 
to Kill ," and "Silence of the Lambs" have been seen by millions. 
Their effect has been to create a stereotype of transvestites and (in 
the case of "Dressed to Kill") transsexuals as unstable, dangerous 
people. In particular, they have contributed to an "an unknown 
and unfounded fear amongst women. "1 Since, as one reviewer of 
these films put it, "transvestites and transsexuals as a rule don't 
participate in violent crime ... It Is unfortunate that they are used as 
scapegoats. "2 It Is unfortunate, indeed ... and also Ironic, since he 
Is wrong In one Important respect. The transgendered are often 
involved in violent crlmes .. . as the victims. 

The media picture, however, Is not entirely bleak. Some re­
cent offerings show an attempt to deal with the issues of the 
transgendered in sensitive, serious ways. Among these are the now 
classic "Crying Game," as much about the horror of political ter­
rorism as about transgendered, perhaps homosexual love; "Ma 
Vie en Rose" a beautiful Belgian film about t1te· d1fficulties- of 
transsexualism not just for the gender dysphorlc individual; In this 
case, a child, but also their families; "It's Different for Women;" 
"Boys Don't Cry;" a Christmas 1998 "Ally McBeal'' program that 
accurately, carlngly portrayed Its Impoverished, disempowered 
transgendered victim. In these, the transgendered person Is slowly 
evolving from ridiculed object to autonomous, sympathetic sub­
ject. 

To date that has been an evolution process hindered by the 
paucity of authentic transgendered voices . The advent of 
transsexuality has been so new, so sudden that such voices, with a 
few notable exceptions, have yet to be heard. The transsexual 

hagiography does not yet have Its Oscar Wikies, Vita Sackville­
Wests, Walt Whitmans or Gertrude Steins to speak to a larger 
audience with posthumous dignity. With a transsexual identity that 
itseH is only 30-50 years old, those who have embraced that iden­
tity have heretofore, by and large, been involved with the day-to­
day, life-and-<ieath existential struggle of just being. This has, per­
force, been an Introspective, for many all-consuming enterprise -
one that has left llttle time to "prove" one's worth in broader en­
deavors. 

But this, too, Is changing as older people, who have already 
made a mark in their chosen field, acknowledge their transsexuality. 
As Kessler and McKenna discovered nearly two decades ago, "It 
may not occur to older transsexuals to request surgery until they 
discover a precedent. Feinbloom (1976) reports a considerable 
rise In Inquiries at the Gender Identity Service In Boston from men 
over 45 after the publication of Jan Morris's Conundrum. "3 

Autobiographical accounts such as Morris's speak to two au­
diences. First, they convey to transsexual readers that they are not 
alone and that they can lead productive , fuHilling lives. This helps 
build a positive seH-lmage where there was once confusion and 
shame and the first stirrings of solldarity where there was once 
only isolation. Second, to the broader non-transsexual audience, 
they incarnate Issues that were once abstract and force their read­
ers to confront those Issues in a real world context. Thus, In re­
viewing Crossing, the "memoir" of Deidre McCloskey, an accom­
plished economist and historian at the University of Iowa, Maxine 
Kumin writes: 

When I received 'Crossing,' I wondered why the editors had 
not designated it for review by someone gay, or someone Involved 
In the transgendered community. Reading It, I realized that I - a 
lifelong heterosexual woman - need this book. All of us need to 
consider the way our culture shapes gender expectations and makes 
unspoken but profoundly rigid gender assignments based on physi­
cal appearance, apparel, gait, gestures, voice and so on. 4 

In the end, she concludes: "This Is a woman worth knowing." 
As is clear from Kumin 's review, this is a judgment based on her 
sympathy for McCloskey's demonstrable grit and determination. It 
could not be otherwise for McCloskey's Crossing, like Morris's 
Conundrum5 is not really a memoir of a whole life but rather an 
account of an episode or facet of a life - the process of transition. 
It says nothing of her academic accomplishments or other Inter­
ests. Far more satisfying as a memoir is Morris's later Pleasures of 
a Tangled Llfe,6 In which she describes the many pleasures of a 
full and cultured llfe . In It, she treats her transsexuality tastefully, 
periphrastically, almost as something that must be "gotten out of 
the way" before moving on. She does so In a six-page opening 
chapter "As to Sex" that Is almost llke an elided "i" In her life. 

To another audience, Morris insisted that she does not want 
to be pigeonholed as a "travel writer. "7 (Given her distinguished 
bibliography of historical works such as Pax Britannica and Fisher's 
Face, not to mention her reputation as a Welsh natlonallst, she 
has little to fear on this score.) Left unsaid, she does not want to be 
pigeonholed as a transsexual writer anymore, I suspect, than Deidre 
McCloskey wants to be known as a transsexual economist. What 
transsexuals want - need - Is to be judged on the body and quality 
of their work, the totality of their lives. To do otherwise would be 
tantamount to labeling Walt Whitman a "gay poet." He was that, 

- ·· ·to be sure;-but-ch so much more. Until we can get past our own 
preconceptions of gender and sexuality when looking at 
transgendered, they will remain one-dimensional, ridiculed carica­
tures rather than being seen as multi-faceted, autonomous and, 
maybe even, valued participants In the communal socio-political 
dialogue. 
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In forthcoming months, I will review In this space new books, 
films, and videos that are breaking down the stereotypes and paint­
Ing a more positive picture of the transgendered. Stay tuned. 



BARNEY FRANK, HRC AND THE 

TRANSGENDERED 

The Channels ' readers may be interested in the following 
exchange of letters concerning inclusion of transgendered 
people in hate crimes and job discrimination legislation. The 
first and second appeared in the Chronicle June 27 and July 
11, respectiuely. 

Editor-
Wednesday's Chronicle reported U.S. Senate passage of hate 

crimes legislation protecting women and gays and lesbians, as well 
as the reaction of Elizabeth Birch, Executive Director of the Hu­
man Rights Campaign. Llke Ms. Birch, I, too, welcome this legis­
lation and agree with her that "America is one step closer to be­
coming a safer place for all Americans." 

I wonder, however, whether It might have been made ·safer 
still had gender identity been Included as a protected category. For 
the transgendered are being killed at a rate of nearly one a month 
with little notice from the media, the public, or the HRC. In addi­
tion to Brandon Teena, whose courage and tragedy have been 
belatedly immortalized In "Boys Don't Cry, " the victims Include, 
among others: Tyra Hunter who bled to death on a Washington, 
D.C. street while medics joked about the "incongruity" between 
her dress and genitals; Steven Wilson, a nine-year old boy who 
was raped and drowned by a neighboring child because he played 
with "girls' toys;" and Lauryn Paige, an 18-year old male-to-fe­
male transsexual who was stabbed several times, had her throat 
slit, and was left to die in a Texas ditch. 

When, against this background, the transgendered petitioned 
the HRC and Congressman Barney Frank for inclusion in the cur­
rent legislation, they were told to wait their turn. For his part, 
Frank said: "I believe that we should make It clear under ENDA 
that to the extent that people who are transgendered are being 
discriminated against because they are perceived to be homosexual, 
that should be outlawed." This, of course, Is simply not enough. 

It is time for the HRC and the rest of the lesbian and gay 
community to stop claiming their dead transgendered brothers and 
sisters as gay martyrs, while attempting to sweep those still alive 
under a rug.

I recently saw the letter published In the June 27 edition of 

The Chronicle from Vicki Gray, describing which aimed at 
transgendered people and complaining of my view that, for a vari­
ety of reasons, we should not be including transgendered people 
as a category In the Employment Non-Discrimination Act. 

What the writer neglected to mention Is that at a meeting of 
the Judiciary Committee on June 21, I offered an amendment to 
the Violence Against Women Act specifically Including 
transgendered people In the list of groups who were entitled to 
special attention In anti-violence efforts. I was able to get that 
amendment adopted as part of a broader amendment seeking pro­
tection for sexual minorities. Unfortunately, the entire amendment, 
including the language I had offered for inclusion of transgendered 
people, was defeated on a straight party line vote with every Re­
publican opposing us and every Democrat supporting the posi­
tion. There are political and substantive complications regarding 
transgendered Inclusion In the Employment Non-Discrimination 
Act, which are not present with regard to anti-violence measures. 
I have therefore consistently supported full Inclusion of 
transgendered people In legislation to deal with violence and I will 
continue to do so.

Dear Mr. Frank: 
I have read your July 11 letter to The San Francisco Chronicle 

and appreciate your clarification of your position. Since my earlier 
letter to The Chronicle had been transmitted on June 21 , I had no 
way of knowing of your action In committee that same date. For 
my part, I apologize for mixing the apples of ENDA with the or­
anges of the Hate Crimes Prevention Act (HCPA), which I believe 
was the legislation passed by the Senate on June 20 and to which 
Ms. Birch was referring. 

I believe, however, that you, too, may have been dealing In 
apples and oranges in your July 11 letter; to wit, perhaps confus­
ing readers with your reference to the Violence Against Women 
Act, which act Is, 1 believe, different from the HCPA which I fur­
ther believe does not include the transgendered as a protected 
category. To be sure, I may be wrong. While appreciative of your 
effort with regard to the Violence Against Women Act, I feel com­
pelled to ask whether you have supported inclusion of the 
transgendered in the HCPA. 

Concerning ENDA, might I also ask what the "political and 
substantive complications" regarding transgendered inclusion In 
that legislation are? Why do you feel that, "for a variety of rea­
sons," the transgendered should not be included in ENDA?

I am lying on a bed late at night in my satin nightgown while 
I'm visiting my mom in the hinterlands of South Dakota. I have 
never really lived here (less than 1 year), but this is where my 
mom has spent most of her life. The family is here and after she 
raised me she took care of the grandchildren and second cousins 
until they were grown. 

This is the county where things are raised and grown. A land 
of four seasons most of them extreme. My relatives say I bring 
San Francisco weather with me. When I'm here its warm in the 
winter and cool in the summer. Normal here is quite the opposite. 
All I can do is thank my lucky stars that depending on the season 
I haven't been frozen or melted by now. Usually I'm eaten alive by 
mosquitoes, but I haven't seen any this visit.

If there are they're well hidden. I'm so happy that I'm not hidden 
any more. 

It was just a few weeks ago that I was in the middle of building 
the Pride Parade float for TGSF. Having spent most of my time 
safely behind the closet door, I now really enjoy being visible in 
front of hundreds of thousands of people. It's so uplifting to be 
appreciated by a crowd. 

Making a float from my crude drawing and vivid imagination 
was no easy task, but somehow it materialized. There were many 
volunteers without whose help all the sruff that made up our rocket 
ship to the future, Club Freedom Float, would have never been 
put together. Outstanding efforts were made by Nicole, Debbie 
and Lynnea.

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BRAIN RESEARCH FocusEs ON TGs 
by Bob Roehr 

(reprinted from the Bay Area Reporter) 

Many transgender people say that they feel as If they are 
trapped In the body of the wrong sex. Now there ls biological 
evidence In the brain that lends credence to those feebngs. The 
research was published In the May issue of the esoteric Journal of 
Clinical Endocrinology and MetaboUsm. 

Dr. Frank P.M. Kruijver and colleagues, working at the Neth­
erlands lnstiMe for Brain Research, knew from animal and hu­
man studies that the differences between male and female are more 
than just genital plumbing. Hormones are one factor, and so too ls 
the brain, possibly In part as a resuh of those hormones. 

Their research looked at the bmblc portion of the brain, the 
center of emotion and basic body function. It ls the most primitive 
core that ls common to all animals, while man has evolved layers 
of brain beyond ·that, which allows for rational thought. 

The Dutch sample included nine presumed heterosexual males, 
nine homosexual males, 10 presumed heterosexual females, six 
male-to-female transsP .. xuals, and six brains (three male, thrge fe­
male) of patients with sex hormone disorders. They ranged In age 
from 20 to 53 and died of multiple causes from AIDS to suicide. 

Krut}ver' s team took super-thin slices of human brains ob­
tained at autopsy and performed a complex but standard series of 
preparations. Then they began counting neurons, the basic cellu­
lar component of the brain. They looked In particular at the soma­
tostatin-expressing neurons, which are associated with growth 
hormone. 

They found that heterosexual men had 71 percent more of 
these neurons than did heterosexual women. Homosexual men 
were clearly In the male range, In fact they averaged a fraction 
more new-ons than their straight counterparts, though with the 
small size of the sample the difference did not reach statistical 

. significance. 

Male-to-female transsexuals mirrored heterosexual women ln 
their neuronal patterns. It did not matter whether the person real­
ized their transsexual identity early or later In bfe. 

Nor did use or non-use of the feminizing hormone estrogen 
as an adult seem to have any Impact upon brain structure. That 
was confirmed by examination of a straight male with an adrenal 
tumor that produced extremely high levels of estrogen but no change 
In brain neuron count. Post-menopausal women did not differ from 
their younger peers. 

One hypothesis was that perhaps lack of testosterone In the 
transsexual person was responsible for the neuron count. But the 
pattern did not differ between those who had sexual reassignment 
surgery and those who retained testes. Nor did heterosexuals who 
lost their testicles to cancer show a change In their brain. 

Kruijver also studled "the first collected brain ever of a female­
to-male transsexual." The neuron pattern "was clearly in the male 

-- range." In fact, it was higher than all of the presumed heterosexual 
males and all but one of the homosexual males. The person had 
stopped taking testosterone three years before death. 

This research adds to the body of evidence strongly suggest­
ing that transsexualism has a biological origin that Is prior to adult­
hood. It may be In part genetic, or a result of factors In the womb, 
or during early childhood development.

There were also performances by Joy, Lynnea, Janis (I think this 
was her debut) , more from the Outrageous Miss Mau and Debbie 
and I. The room looked pretty full and the room was bigger than 
Kimo 's, but I was still pleasantly surprised when I was handed a 
check for $348. We were getting a number of Diva's customers 
coming to our show and that worked out great. We will return to 
this great venue again. 

It seemed llke the next day (oh It was the next day) that we 
arrived at Pier 15 again to work on the TGSF Pride Parade float. 
We slept late and arrived In the evening on Friday. There were a 
few people there when we arrived working on the float. The truck 
was here now and we could really get going. The day shift left and 
Debbie and I worked all night building the frame around the front 
of the truck and putting most of the gray skins on It. Through the 
night music resonated off the walls of the hangar style building 
Interrupted occasionally by the sound of a saw, drill or hammer. 
By the time the sun started to come up on Saturday our float 
looked llke a giant catering truck. We turned control over to the 
day shift at around 11am and hoped Alyanna, Lynnea and their 
crew could work some magic on the float. When we got home we 
were exhausted and we went to sleep until It was time to wake up 
for the Parade. 

We woke up early on Sunday Morning and returned to Pier 
15 to help get the float to the parade staging area. We arrived 
before 8am and we were amazed to see what the float had be­
come. Several TGSF members had worked on the float during the 
day on Saturday covering all the skins with the refractive material 
Aiyanna had acquired. It now looked llke a space ship and the 
stage on the back looked pretty neat. There were nof many people 
In the hangar and a news crew that was there seemed eager to 
interview someone, so they came over and Interviewed us. Around 
9:30 or so Alyanna showed up and we were ready to move the 
float. I wouk:I go through 3 outfits before the day was over, 1 began 
in Jeans and a blouse, right before we left the pier I changed into 
a short black dress with refractive glltter on It to match the float. 
We jumped into the truck and proceeded down the Embarcadero 
at ultra slow speed. 

The SGA cheerleader squad (Jessica, Leana, Vanessa, An­
gela, Monika and Heidi) led the way carrying the banner. 1 hear 
they want to be brides next year. As we started moving , our DJ 
Grandmaster Debbie began the music. Miss TGSF 2000 Tianna 
DeVil and her two professional dancers took center stage with 
Miss TGSF 1999 Serena, Miss TGSF 1997 Dale and Miss SGA 
2000 (me) taking dancing positions on the sides of the float. We 
also drafted Kalani to work the fire extinguisher (the smoke from 
our engines) and to dance between blasts. 1 began dancing In my 
black dress, but after we passed the TV camera's I took the dress 
off. Underneath the dress 1 was wearing my bright orange and 
yellow swimsuit. The swimsuit was not suppose to be a thong, but 
1 was wearing shear to the waist nylons and there was no way to 
keep the back of the suit In position. After a while I stopped wor­
rying about It, after all, some of the people In the parade audience 
were wearing a lot less and Didi was out In front wearing nothing 
but CD's. The temperature was great for the parade, not too hot 
and not too cold, a sllght wind was coming down Market street 
from the ocean. The wind held the skin 's on the float as long as we 
were on Market street, when we turned off of Market at the end of 
the parade we lost 2 of the skins on the top of the float , but It was 
ok, we were done . When we got off the float , I put the black dress 
back on and several of us headed over to Dale's house for a few 
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minutes for a soda and rest break. Then it was off to the TGSF 
booth In the middle of thousands of people. We slowly made our 
way through the crowd arxi found the booth. We had something 
to eat and at one point I ended up talking to another reporter with 
a camera. After about an hour of looking at the other booths & 
people, Debbie and I took the MUNI train back to the Embarcadero. 
We were going to take the new train down the Embarcadero to the 
pier but after waiting 10 minutes we decided to walk. When we 
arrived at the pier I changed back Into jeans and we began to 
dismantle the front of the float. A few hours later Jamie showed 
up and began dismantllng the back of the float. It was not long 
before all that was left was the truck. At about 5pm we headed for 
home to sleep again. 

On Tuesday June 27th Debbie and I went to the meeting that . 
Alexis holds for Transgendered people In the tenderloin at TARC 
(Tenderloin Aids Resource Center). It was an Interesting meeting 
and I met several people who I had not met before. Alexis tries.to 
get TG people with successful careers to speak at this meeting, so 
If you are Interested let her know (or you can contact me and I will 
let her know). 

After a week with no event Debbie and I found ourselves at 
the city government building for the second meeting of the 
Transgendered Civil Rights Implementation Task Force. There was 
a report from each of the sub-committee's on their progress. The 
Education & Outreach committee was renamed to try to make 
their mission less ambiguous and there was a lengthy discussion 
on how to address convention style outreach·events. Lynnea was 
also at this event (hmm It seems like she has been at just about 
every event, sounds llke a good candidate for the Executive Com­
mittee) along with a new person to the area, Chenoa. I had been 
talking to Chenoa for a while before she got here, she was able to 
arrange accommodations with Tyler (one of our outreach speak­
ers) and she has been looking for a job in San Francisco. The only 
other TGSF member I remember seeing at the meeting was Marcia 
Chapdelaine (Marcia Is the girl who sells the costume jewelry de­
signed for larger anatomy) . 

On the 8th of July Debbie and I were at the SGA social at 
Joseph's In Sacramento. There were about 20ish people present 
and more than half of us had dinner. It was a week after the parade 
so several people had photo's. Some of them were great. The 
SGA cheerleader squad had lots of pictures. We had a few of the 
front of the float but we could use more. I met two new people 
Ronda and one other girl (forgive me I forgot your name), both 
were Interested In becoming members of SGA so I expect to see 
them at the socials again In the future. I also had a rather Interest­
Ing discussion with Julle and Holly about the other SRS Surgeon 
In Thailand. 

The next day was the TGSF Executive Committee Meeting. 
Not much to say here (since the minutes are In the TGSF Chan­
nel), except that we are moving ahead with several new programs 
and I am excited about the progress we are making. Two days 
later we were at the SGA Board meeting and the SGA board was 
also making progress on improving the services being provided to 

--· . the--membershlp and the community. 

The last event for this period was the Employment sub-com­
mittee meeting for the TG Human Rights Implementation Task 
Force. All four of the TGSF members who are on this committee 
were present (Tianna, Lynnea, Marcia and me). The chairwoman 
of the committee Is a former ElVC member (Sarah Marshal). By 
the end of the meeting we were able to specify a Mission State­
ment for the Committee and cover several good objectives to move 
forward on. While we have a good TGSF representation on this 
committee, I do not think we have representation on any of the 
other 5 committees, so If you are Interested let me know. 



Nation's First TG Candidate for Congress! 

UNIQUE IN MORE WAYS THAN ONE

I'm not talking about the much-trumpeted (and genuinely 

momentous) civil unions' law that kicked into affect July 1, giving 
gay and lesbian Vermont couples the same legal rights and re­
sponsibillties as straight married couples. The other polltical his­
tory being made In Vermont is a lot less publicized. And a lot more 
unusual. 

For the first time In American history, an openly transgendered 
person Is running for the United States Congress. The candidate Is 
Karen Kerin who will be trying to unseat Vermont Congressman 
Bernard Sarrlers, an Independent. But wait-the candidate's tale 
gets even more unique (and Interesting.) She is running on the 
Republican ticket. 

You'd think that these two attributes alone-being the first 
openly transgendered Congressional candidate, and seeking elec­
tion as a Republican-wouk:I be enough to earn Karin a page In 
the political equivalent of "Believe It Or Not. " But the amount of 
Ink and limellght these two aspects of her candidacy have received 
pale In comparison to the more personal, and more unusual, as­
pects of Kerin's life. One involves the circumstances surrounding 
her sex change operation. The other is the fact that she is legally 
married to another woman-although she may not necessarily be 
a lesbian. 

Kerin is not a typical transgendered woman-a person who, 
despite being born in a male body, felt more like a woman than a 
man. Kerin, who was born Charles Kerin, lived life quite happily 
as a man for more than 45 years. Then, as Kerin tells It, she got 
cancer and had to make some drastic decisions. "It was a medical 
Issue," is how Kerin, now 56, describes her decision to have a sex­
change operation. She says her cancer left her with the option 
of removing her male genitalia, or remaining "hooked up to 
machines" for the rest of her life. She opted to have the sex 
change operation. 

Kerin does not shy away from her transgender identity. 
Indeed she embraces It. "The way I arrived [at going from be­
ing a ~an to being a woman] makes me no less transgendered," 
she says. She also says she Is proud "to be the first transgender 
person running for Congress. It's a first for our community, 
and I'm glad to be out front. " 

She's a little more vague when asked how she reconciles 
her previous identity as a man with her new biological identity 
as a woman. The question gets particularly confusing when 
you add in the fact that in the mid-1990' s, Kerin legally mar­
ried another woman, someone she met while attending law 
school. Kerin was able to get a legal marriage certificate be­
cause her birth certificate still has her listed as a man. 

So, is Kerin a transgender lesbian? She doesn't like such 
strict definitions, and avoids answering them directly. "Gender 
is In the head, sex Is between the legs," she says. "My body Is 
physically female, but In my mind, I'm still me." When pressed 
to answer whether that means she still "feels" like a man, she 
replies: "l make no apologies. The wonderful thing Is the hu­
man species Is highly adaptable . So I've made some social ad-
aptations." · · -- · · 

Though Kenn's candidacy Is getting lots of media atten­
tion, she complains reporters are more Interested In what's 
between her legs than what's on her mind. "It's gotten very, 
very personal," she says. "l Just hope with time It ameliorates." 

Part of the fascination, she admits, Is that people can't 
seem to "get .over" the idea of a transgendered woman In the 
Republican Party. Including many Republicans. Although 
Vermont's GOP chairman, Patrick Garahan, has referred to 
Kerin as "open, honest and honorable," others In the party are 
less thrilled with the notion that a transsexual Is representing 
the Republlcan Interests. 
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Kerin announced her candidacy In June after no other Re­
publican stepped forward to challenge the incumbent. Recently, 
however, another Republican candidate has emerged to challenge 
Kerin In the Republican primary this September. Few doubt that 
knocking Kerin off the republican ticket Is the genuine Inspiration 
behind the newcomer's campaign. 

For her part, Kerin expresses surprise that there Is such a 
raucous-from both gay and lesbian communities as well as from 
the more conservative Republicans elements-that a transgender 
person wouk:I choose to run as a Republican. Besides being a Ufe­
time Republican herseH, she says, "historically, the Republicans 
have done more than the Democrats for civil rights." 

She says she opposes Vermont's groundbreaking civil union's 
law on the basis that "it's separate and unequal. That's a highly 
discredited doctrine In civil rights history." And she concedes that 
her personal experiences "give me a better understanding than 
most about a lot of social Issues." 

Despite all the hoopla surrounding her sexuality and her choice 
of the Republican Party, however, Kerin emphasizes that she is 
not campaigning on civil rights Issues. The core of her core cam­
paign, she Insists, Is bedrock Republican conservative. 

She believes In Increasing the military budget ("There are all 
kinds of people who wouk:I love to take over the United States,") 
and tightening the government's belt ("The federal government 
has squandered our public finances on all kinds of social programs. 
They've done nothing to reduce the debt.") 

At this point, Kerin admits she has an uphill battle to win the 
election, but hopes that as the Puritan interest In her personal 
story wanes, the Interest In her political message will gain popular­
ity. Even if she doesn't win, she says, she feels as the first 
transgendered woman to run for Congress, "when I'm done, I 
hope I've been able to change politics at least a little bit. All these 
social divisions based on sexuality and gender are absurd." 
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
