THE SECOND WARD.

A Bousing and Enthusiastic Heeling of
the Democracy of the Second Ward

The Big Gnn Salutes.

A Ward Club Formed --List of Members

Election of Officers --Speeches by

Last night the Democrats of the sec-

ond ward met in tha city hall to perfect
arrangements for the organization of a
Tilden and Hendricks club. Previous
to the assembling of the meeting, Gen-
eral Thomas O'Sullivan, with his Corps
of officers, fired a salute, the "Little
Democrat'' sending forth its warlike in-

tonations so loudly as to enthuse the
citiz9ns of the second ward, and jar the
chandeliers and windows of the city
hall. The "Little Democrat's" boom
soon added to the number of persons
present, and when the meeting was
called to order by Colonel John Don-
ovan, the attendance was quite large,
embracing a representative class of citi-
zens who manifested unusual interest
and eeexed thoroughly enthused upon
the subject of organizing a Tilden and
II ndrUks club.

A HEROIC SOLDIER.

Letter from Dr. T. D.Jobnaan, of the
Egyptian Army-Tt- ae Abyssinian

Expedition and Its
Horrors.

Below is given an extract from a let-
ter of Dr. T. D. Johnson, a well-know- n

Tennessean, who served in the Confed-
erate army, and last year went to Egypt
and entered the service of the khedive.
The letter is dated Abyssinia, June l3tr-an-

the Clarksville Chronicle, in pub-
lishing it, says: "No comments of ours
are needed, for it tells a tale of shocking
suffering and wonderful escape, such as
ow romances can match in interest.

Dr. Johnston's friends (and who in
Clarksviile is not his friend) will read it
with an absorbing interest."

'The indignities I was subjected to
during my stay with the Abytslnlans
were horrible, to say nothing of my
great anxiety Ie3t I should be whipped
or iiia:dei4d. I feared the former most,
although there was great danger of the
latter; as you will know whan I tell yon
that of over six hundred of us captored,
only one hundred and sixty returned,
the others having been shot on the third
day after the battle. But God raised me
up friends even among these people, es-

pecially B?s Waldo Classie, the Prince
of Lemaine and Amhara, the most pow-
erful man in Abyssinia, next to the
king. He 3ent for me, nd after one or
two interviews, made the man who was
my captor return my clothing, and or-

dered me to eat with him, which I con-
tinued to do until sent back to the Egyp-
tian camp. In one of my earlier con-
versations with him he told me that the
man who captured me told him that he
had prevented others from killing me,
which he did sis or sight times on the
day I was captured, so that he might
kill me himself; that ho had gotten
ready to shoot me several times, but
could not look in my fica and do it,
so ho had made me march in front of
his horse to shoot me in the back, but
that he couldn't even shoot me when I
wth not looking at nim, and ho felt cer-

tain that God was protecting me as he
had never had any trouble shooting a
man before. The prince added: 'You
are the only white man In the midst of
thousands of black ones, and under such
circumstances if you will pray to God,
he will hear you and send you back to
your friende.' 1 need hardly add that
this advice, coming from a man who
had saved niy Ufa soveral times, made a
deep impression upon m3. When I left
the camp the Rass-princ- e gave me a
cup, saying: 'King John had killed the
rhiuocercs, given him the horn, and he
had tbe eup made from it, and wished
me to keep it as a remembrance cf
him.' He also gave me back my pearl
ring, which he had taken from my cap-
tor a few days after the battle for that
purpose. I shall always feel grateful to
this man, who, but for the want of
proper training and association, would
be one of the best men I ever met The
troops are ordered to return to Cairo on
the twelfth of June, when I will write a
more iiotaiioa statement, etc."

Tery Severe Criticism or IW Manner-
isms of no Able Lawyer and Up-

He takes the bench not to
hear, but to b9 heard, and arrogates fo
himself the prerogative to domineer
over lawyeis, old and young, learned
and unlearned. His conduct is foreign
to mode3ty and good manners. True,
he delights in the word 'brother' and
the words 'learned counsel,' as though
such stuff justified his insolence. He
ncniy deserves the chastisement of an
independent press. It will do him good
if he is honest, and I believe he ia. Not
only will protest do the judge good, but
tend to promote a better administration
of justice, for as the case now stands he
plays with the privil-ge- s of the bar and
with the law as boys do with toys;
and a3 to the facts In a lawsuit he
never learns them, for he will not read
a record himself nor allow counsel to
read it. True, he will request conneel
to etato the facts, but no sooner does the
statement begin than the judge begins,
too. He interrupts from the jump, and
before the scene ends the lawyer is dis-
gusted and Emmons, in his own esti
mation, is glorified. But, after all, If
the lawsuit is decided right, it is an

for no judge knows he Is right
unless he fully knows the facts of the
case. I will not eay our circuit judge Is
not learned in the law. I admit he Is
learned. The trouble Is, ho would be
Dotn oencn and bar.
