A demagogue bamboozles

and leads astray. The false prophet

in politics, economics and religion

mounts the saddle and boosts things.

The times demand brave leaders. It

Is the positive man who acts and

achieves. It is the man of

opinions who elevates and

advances his fellows. Dessert Is

pleasant but it does not build up. It
Is not good as an exclusive diet. Some-

thing more substantial is needed, with

here and there iron for the blood. Ag-

gressive virtue is required. And what

is true of individuals is true in larger

sense of newspaper.
Strong convictions do not imply

lack of toleration. The existence of a

splendid spinal column does not pre-

clude the possession of a big heart.

We may think deeply, earnestly and

hold fixed views and yet not wish to

burn at the stake those who disagree

with us and to tstracise those of con-

trary beliefs. Frequently it is the
loose thinker and pretended liberalist
who is intolerant bigoted. Vehe-

ment proselyting or bitter denuncia-

tions of those who see the truth
through other spectacles is not es-

sential to prove possession of posi-

tive convictions or of backbone.

Generally the most noisy can give

least reason for their belief and the
most strenuous assertion is often no
more stable than a weathercock, yet

he who believes with all the energy

of heart and mind and soul is ready
when occasion demands to proclaim

with no uncertain sound the truth as

he sees it. He does not fear the
charge of partisanship or illiberality.

Reforms arc wrought by men who

have the courage of their convictions.

The dishwater fellows fjocking after
every new theory that comes along in

dazzling dress accomplish nothing.
Men, however, with backbone and
brains are the rulers of the universe
and do its work.

TO HAVE N BALLOT!

St. Louis May RcmoTe All Party
Designations From Primaries.

ST. LOUIS. Mo., Sept. 11. Whether

St Louis' municipal elections shall
continue under the present partisan
political systems will be decided by
the voters when they cast their bal-

lots in the general elections in No-

vember.
Mayor Kiel recently signed a bill

passed by the Board of Aldermen, St.
Louis legislative body, giving voters
a chance to decide a clause to the city
charter, which would eliminate all
party designations from the primary
ballot. Thus a citizen could cast a
mixed ballot, which is not possible
under the present primary system
under which a straight party ballot
must be cast.

The new system provides also for
the election of three municipal of-

ficers, elected by the city at large
the Mayor, Comptroller and President
of the Board of Aldermen.

ALLIES LOSS IS A 3IILLIOX

Germans Say This Is Conservative te

of Loss In Offensive.

BERLIN, Sept 11. The Allies have
lost more than 1,000,000 men in kill-
ed, wounded and missing since the
grand offensive against the Central
Powers opened with a Russian attack
three months ago.

This estimate was made today by
German military experts, who said
they thought it conservative.

Against these losses the Allied ar
mies have only the conquest of

and some Galician territory by
the Russians, the capture of Goritz by

m

the Italians, a shallow thrust into the

German lines on the Somme and the
occupation of the mountainous Tran-sylvani- an

territory by the Rumanians
as positive military achievements.

The armies of the Central Powers
kept moving their lines intact every-

where under tremenduous pressure,
and at the same time struck back with
successful blows in the Balkans.

The Bulgarians advanced on both
flanks to positions menacing the Al-

lies in Greece. German and Bulga-

rian forces struck a severe blow

against the Rumanians by occupying
Tutrakan fortress, one of the bridge-

head positions defending Bucharest.
The loss of the Allies is estimated

as follows: Russians 600,000; British
230,000; French 150,000; Italians;
Serbians, and Rumanians 50,000.

Unhappy Wife "Marries" Another Wo-

man While Masquerading- as a Man.

Unhappy married six years ago and
her two babies dead, this woman left
her husband and, so she could get
work, masqueraded as a man and
"married" her boarding house keep-

er's daughter.
The circumstances of the "mar

riage were astounding. Having a
real man sweetheart who had betray-
ed and deserted her, the landlady's
daughter faced real trouble. She told
the man-woma- n, who had confessed
the disguise to her and her mother.
So they were "married" and took a
cottage In London. When the baby
was born none of the neighbors sus-
pected but that the "husband" was its
father.

The "family" lived this way for
four years and had it not been for the
Conscription Act, the ruse might
never have been discovered. Her plea
for exemption from service on the
ground of "indispensability" having
failed and, facing a medical examina-
tion by the officials, she confessed.
