Murray Hall Hved at 15 Sixth avenne,
over the intelligence affice wlich she man-
aged, with an  adopted daughter and a
housekeeper. Most of her time was epent
In the company of women, and those who
called to-day declared that she was good
company, too. Bhe would sit at one end
of the room where the servants gathered
and talk with them by the hour on any
tople that came up. Now and then she
would ask one of them to sten ont to have
fomething, and after that would return
ready to foin in any conversation that
#tarted during thelr absenre. In the sven-
ing she sometimes vislted the saloons ond
the headquarters of the Fifth Assemhiy
District Tammany ormantzation and talked
politica. Very often, though, she pas=ed the
evening sitting in the back room of some
saloon fn the company of women,

mada tall her ol companions,
and It was more than onee remarked that
despite her clothes she looked more Hke
a woman some ways thun 2id her compan-
panions. One night she went Into a saloon
on Greenwich avenus with a woman on
either side of her, and the three meated
themselves at a tabls 1n the rear.
